Summary for contribution
· To consider the proposal to standardise the Over The Air provisioning for the creation modes

· To liaise appropriately with OMA Device Management Working Group to address this point in standards

Detailed Proposal
(1) Rationale
· To facilitate creation and submission of interoperable MMS, three creation modes are defined in the OMA MMS Enabler Release 1.2:

Creation mode RESTRICTED
Creation mode WARNING
Creation mode FREE
· OMA MMS Enabler Release 1.2 requires that the creation modes SHOULD be configurable, especially via device management.

'The creation mode SHOULD be configurable. Examples of methods of configuration are:

· Preconfiguration at manufacturing phase

· Configuration via user menu

· Configuration via device management

· Configuration via (U)SIM'

(2) Proposal

Preconfiguration of the creation modes by at manufacturing phase is one of the preferred ways of configuring the creation modes. What is also very important to facilitate is the Over The Air provisioning functionality (i.e. configuration via device management). 

The Over The Air provisioning functionality for the creation modes is a very useful method:

· To set the default creation mode of any MMS-capable User Equipment and,

· To change, in the most appropriate way, the default creation mode of any MMS-capable User Equipment from one mode to another. Such setting modifications may be needed, at any time, to meet either mass market expectation or the specific expectations of any community of mobile users. 

· To facilitate service enablement for new users over-the-air, together with other MMS settings.

As a consequence, this method offers the required flexibility to adjust, at any time and in a very efficient manner, the setting policy for the creation modes, if needed for instance from a service, business or marketing perspective.
