3 Detailed Proposal

(1) Analysis

The target given in the WID is, to define mechanisms and frameworks for extending MMS in a manner which keeps compatibility with existing implementations (MMA use as a bearer)

The core idea seems to be the support of “services” offered by a “service provider” to end users using MMS as transport

· Use the MMS as a bearer in a transparent way, i.e. the service provider can also use non-standardised media and presentation formats.

· Provide additional control information field, 

· which allows to control the representation of the MM by general purpose or special (non-standardised) clients

· which allows to replace a previously sent MM

· which allows to transmit state information to be used by a “service” specific user agent

· Shall be able to send multiple representations of a MM (e.g. different media formats, SMIL versions) which conform to different terminals capabilities

· MMSC shall not send service specific MM if the recipient terminal cannot support it

(2) Proposals / Ideas

(2.1) Relation to existing Specifications

The document should clarify the relation of the proposed requirements to existing normative requirements in 3GPP and 3GPP2.

(2.2) Terminology

The term service is used in a “classical” way (MMS service) and for the higher layer usage as described in (1). This may lead to misunderstandings. A new term for the “service” as described in (1) would create clarity. A possibility would be “MMS application”.

(2.3) Overlap with Work in 3GPP

The requirement for a bearer use of MMS was discussed in 3GPP. Results are found e.g. in the following requirements in TS 22.140 V. 6.4.0:

	MM not intended for presentation

The MMS shall support MMs that are not intended for presentation but used to originate and deliver information to applications residing on the UE. 

When an application sends a MM not intended for presentation, it shall be possible to uniquely identify that originating application and the target application on the recipient UE as well as the instance of the application if more than one instance can be active. The originating application may reside on a UE or within the network.

The message payload shall not be modified by the MMS. 

If the MM is originated by the subscriber's home environment, it shall be possible to protect the MM from accidental deletion by the user.

Intensive discussions on the related stage 2 work is ongoing in the T2 meeting in the week 16 to 20 February. There are contributions of many parties. It is the intention to complete this work in Release 6.

T2 conclusion: Stage 2 mostly agreed on. On disagreement area regarding to implement ApplicID (stage 3). Shown in T2-040079, T2-040133. Ericsson to organize a conf. call to further discuss within the next weeks. Goal: Get agreement by 2004/04 T2 meeting.

Therefore all ApplicID related requirements should be removed from the OMA WID, as this is a clear duplication. Since T2 work is still ongoing it should be checked if there are further (likely minor) adaptations that can be done in T2 to cover the needs expressed in the WID.

 (2.4) Comments regarding MMS not intended for presentation (source Vodafone)

(a) General comment: Identifying applications running in the device and in the network can be performed by using well known application ports (see IANA) rather than deriving new identifiers. SMS already uses a similar application addressing mechanism (see IE application port in 3GPP 23.040). It is OK to have a new parameter in the standard to allow applications (e.g. Java) to send and receive messages (with user confirmation if she has to pay).

(b) It should be checked whether there is a potential relationship with T2-related work on Application-ID in MMS. A CR is going to be approved this week at T2, which implements MMS-based end-to-end communications between Java applications running in a terminal or network server. Support of application-to-application communication using MMS transport is achieved by means of 3 new IE's (parameters) in certain MM1, MM4, MM7 transactions, which allow applications to address each other. The syntax/semantics of these communications is conveyed inside the MM payload and won't be standardised. It will be left to the game/apps providers. The R/S is not required to perform any specific behaviour either to grant the end-to-end interoperability between the two remote entities or to inform the sender that the recipient could not accept the MM because of some exception at some other application level beyond the MMS UA level. Similarly, the (recipient) MMS UA is only requested not to open/present such MM, but rather pass them to some Java application in the terminal.
