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CHAIR:
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SCOPE:
The scope of the LPTF is to prepare recommendations regarding transfer of network independent portions of MMS from both 3GPP and 3GPP2 to OMA for consideration and approval by MMSG and MWG.  Notification of the completion of this action will be sent to the OMA TP. 
Included in this effort are the following tasks:
· Compare work transfer proposals from both 3GPP and 3GPP2 to identify commonalities, discrepancies, and issues that require clarification.
· Make recommendations on the following:

· Definition of basic OMA MMS reference architecture and MMS interfaces to be specified by OMA

· Definition of OMA MMS document structure and high level overview of contents for post-1.3 specifications

· High level definition of OMA MMS specification development assumptions, strategy, and timeline for the work transfer including maintenance of pre-transfer releases
· Evaluation of MMS Transition Action Plan (TAP) to provide feedback on issues of concern to OMA TP

· Identification of outstanding issues of concern or actions required by other groups within OMA

The LPTF will use the MMSG e-mail exploder with an “[LPTF]” preface on the subject line in conjunction with this work.
DELIVERABLE:
An LPTF Recommendations document(s) that addresses all of the recommendation items above.

TIMELINE:
Approval of the LPTF recommendations by MWG in time for notification to the OMA TP by the June 2004 meeting in Bangkok, Thailand.
As a milestone to achieve that objective, the initial draft of the full recommendations should be presented to MMSG for consideration by the April 2004 meeting in Munich, Germany.
