Additional MMS Service Aspects

Work under the Minimum IOP WI will define and describe an enhanced version of Minimum Interoperability Specification for MMS (formerly known as the MMS Conformance Document). The result of this work is expected to include the following aspects. 

· Enhancements to the interoperability specifications for handsets

· Minimum interoperability specifications for MMSC

· Minimum transcoding specifications to enhance interoperability of MMSC

· Requirements for video capabilities (Handsets, MMSC)

· Minimum requirements to ensure MMS backward compatibility to terminals that only fulfill the specifications with respect to MMS Conformance Document V2.0.0

· Minimum requirement for the support of legacy terminals without MMS capabilities

· Implementation guidelines in order to achieve interoperability on protocol level. 

The Evolution of MMS WI is to created an evolution of the MMS Enabler Release v1.2 into MMS Enabler Release v1.3 based on the requirements (stage 1) and functional service behaviour description (stage 2) specified by the 3rd Generation Partnership Project (3GPP).

The MMS Maintenance WI enables the MMSG to fulfill its duties with respect to maintenance of previous MMS release packages that have been developed either in the WAP Forum (MMS v1.0) or inside OMA (OMA MMS Enabler Releases v1.1, v1.2 and later).
The MMS Extensibility WI is to create mechanisms and frame works for extending the MMS in a manner that maintains compatibility with existing MMS implementations. Use Cases to be considered will include, but not be limited to

· Services that use MMS as a bearer and need to extend information normally encapsulated in an MMS Information Element

· Services that use MMS as a bearer and need to extend information normally encapsulated in the MMS message payload (i.e., new media types, formats, and structures)

· Services that require a service-specific user agent to process a service-specific MT message

The Additional Service Aspects WI will evolve the service aspects (possibly including the development of new market driven requirements) for the Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS) that demand a fast to market solution. This may include the following. 

· Functionalities for Content-to-Person use

· Functionalities for Person-to-Person use

· Functionalities for Person-to-Service use

· Improvements to contents/presentation language

· Determine need and if required, solution for a support of larger pictures in MMS

· Determine need and if required, solution for simplifying the authoring/downloading/distribution of templates in MMS
