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1 Reason for Contribution

Contribution OMA-MMSG-2004-0089R02 adds some ambiguities to the resulting OMA document. This document also specifies the properties of the 3GPP DRM protected presentation method, while these properties are not specified in 3GPP2.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution is suggesting the restructuring of bullet number 2 in the contribution OMA-MMSG-2004-0089R02 in order to cover both 3GPP and 3GPP2.
3 Detailed Proposal

2) To add a new section indicating normative support for functionality in order to support OMA DRM (Section 13). 
13. DRM 

The support for DRM protected media objects in MMS SHALL conform to the OMA DRM specifications [OMADRM], [OMADRMREL], [OMADRMCF].The following sections describe the application of DRM protection to MMS.
13.1 DRM-Protected Content within a MM

One or more items of DRM-protected content elements MAY be included in an MM. Each DRM protected content element within an MM SHALL individually be encapsulated and behave as DRM object documented in the OMA DRM specifications [OMADRM], [OMADRMREL], [OMADRMCF]. 
The whole MM (including MMS body and header) SHALL NOT be DRM protected.
Due to the structure of the MM which MAY contain one or several contents with their MIME type, the content headers such as content-location or content-ID SHALL be placed in MMS body. These headers MAY be used by the presentation description within an MM.
The header “X-Oma-Drm-Separate-Delivery” which is used when employing Separate Delivery SHALL be located in the MMS body. 
The content headers in MMS body SHALL not be DRM-protected.
13.2 DRM-Related Client Behavior

MMS clients SHALL handle MM containing OMA DRM protected content as documented in OMA specifications [OMADRM], [OMADRMREL], [OMADRMCF]. An MMS client SHALL declare the support for DRM when negotiating its capabilities.  
13.3 DRM-Related Relay/Server Behavior

An MMS relay/server SHALL NOT undermine Forward Lock, Combined Delivery and Separate Delivery DRM functionalities specified in OMA specifications [OMADRM], [OMADRMREL], [OMADRMCF].
13.3.1Support for Forward Lock and Combined Delivery


For MMS protected with Forward Lock or Combined Delivery support, the MMS Relay/Server SHALL ensure that no single such OMA DRM-protected MM content element is conveyed to any receiving entity, such as an MMS User Agent, an MMS Relay/Server, a user-accessible persistent network-storage (e.g. MMBox), which does not comply with OMA DRM specifications [OMADRM], [OMADRMREL] or the DRM-Related Relay/Server behavior specified herein.
The MMS Relay/Server SHALL NOT:

· deliver any OMA DRM-protected MM content elements (‘DRM Message’) to an MMS User Agent which does not support OMA DRM;

· route forward any OMA DRM-protected MM content elements (‘DRM Message’) to a receiving entity which does not support OMA DRM;

· store any OMA DRM-protected MM content elements (‘DRM Message’) into a user accessible persistent network storage (e.g. MMBox);

· forward any OMA DRM-protected MM content elements (‘DRM Message’) prior to MM retrieval or from the MMBox.
· alter or strip-off any part of the “OMA DRM Message” header (e.g. the Boundary parameter declaration).  

13.3.2 Support for Separate Delivery

If an MMS Relay/Server respects Separate Delivery, it SHALL NOT alter or strip-off any part of DCF body or header e.g., “X-Oma-Drm-Separate-Delivery”.
