12. MMS Message Template

The concept of Template is introduced as an enabling mechanism to provide a simple method for end users to compose rich MMS messages and for service providers to widely distribute new services by leveraging the interoperability guaranteed by MMS 1.3. 

Template is defined as a structure, activated in a user device but created by a "service", that serves as a model or pattern to allow the user to easily aggregate in a coherent and pleasing manner elements of different Multimedia Message content classes for transmission to another user or service in a MM. Examples of Templates are MMS postcards, electronic greeting cards and multimedia stationery.

The Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS) architecture [MMSCONF] uses the MMS SMIL Language Profile to describe multimedia messages that can be sent to and from mobile terminals. As mobile terminals have become more capable, the MMS SMIL Language Profile has become more robust in order to deliver increasingly rich multimedia messages. For example, the MMS SMIL Language Profile enables the creation of multimedia messages that may contain multiple and overlapping timelines with a variety of synchronization points. Composing a message that uses these complex features is not a simple cognitive task. As a result, this complexity may limit the usefulness of these features in the mass market.

MMS message templates provide a means for simplifying the composition of feature-rich multimedia messages.

The MMS message template has functionality to handle XHTML mobile profile documents and MMS SMIL documents as an interface. It also has functionality to invoke device applications such as camera, sound recorder, and address book. By gathering together various media objects derived from user input, device application, and network services, the MMS template client composes an MMS compliant multimedia message. 
Service providers can create and then provide user terminals with MMS message templates that describe arbitrarily complex multimedia messages. Subscribers’ clients interact with the MMS message template and the user in the process of building a MMS SMIL Language Profile compliant multimedia message that conforms to the OMA MMS Conformance specification [MMSCONF]. 
The MMS User Agent that supports MMS message template (MMS message temlate user agent) is responsible for the composition and rendering of MMs utilizing MMS message template.  MMS message template rendering is performed by utilising the appropriate content rendering service.  
12.1 Template Benefits

MMS message template gives the user the full benefit of the rich multimedia experience suggested by the comprehensive functionality of MMS, especially in improving the user experience with richer imaging and presentation possibilities. Furthermore, in many cases, the template concept, as a framework or underlying structure, might be the only way to effectively initiate certain services or user experiences embracing this additional functionality.

As a result, MMS message template has the potential of increasing the addressable market and lowering the cost for MMS-based transactional services. In other words, services can author handset-independent MMS-based forms that execute on the handset and send results back to the service. Services can author greeting card templates that can be sent to many different handsets. In addition, super distribution business model for MMS content services are enabled; services can author greeting card templates, which can be sent from one subscriber to another subscriber. Template supports the goals of interoperability and simplifying the user experience. VASPs would have opportunities to offer rich services by using the template as a window for the services.
12.2 MMS Message Template Profile

The MMS message template definition is a structure that describes the components that make up an MMS message template. The MMS message template definition is a new MIME content type and is designed to be delivered in an MMS message as part of a multipart/mixed and multipart/related.

The MMS composition template describes a presentation to and interaction with the end user for acquiring the multimedia objects needed to build a rich MMS SMIL Language Profile compliant message.

The MMS presentation template describes how to use the assets defined by the MMS composition template to build a rich MMS SMIL Language Profile compliant message.

The MMS message template client is the function needed to use these three structures to build a rich MMS SMIL Language Profile compliant message.
