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1 Reason for Change

In the last Bangkok MMSG meeting, it was agreed by the group to add a new MMS header to describe the content class of the message. However it was identified that this header alone would not be sufficient and that a DRM content flag should also be added. This CR addresses those agreed changes related to OMA-MMS-CONF-V1_3-20040727-D. It explains the potential usage of such headers. CR0197 addresses related changes to OMA-MMS-ENC-V1_3-20040202-D. 

This CR also proposes the addition of a new MMS header to describe if the sender wants adaptation to take place or not. This is very useful, as a sender may not want his message to be altered in any way.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Previous versions would ignore the proposed headers.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

None identified.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

9.5 Requirements for Content Adaptation

9.5.1 MMS Client Requirements

The requirements for MMS Client to support content adaptation are:

· The recipient MMS client SHALL NOT reject the multimedia message based on the message size indicated in the MMS notification

· MMS client SHALL support UAProf [UAProf] for MMS client capability negotiation.

· MMS client MAY provide X-Mms-Content-Class, X-Mms-DRM-Content and/or X-Mms-Adaptation-Allowed header values in the MMS send request.

9.5.2 MMS Proxy-Relay Requirements

The MMS Proxy-Relay requirements for the content adaptation are:

· MMS Proxy-Relay SHALL support UAProf [UAProf] for MMS client capability negotiation

· MMS Proxy-Relay SHALL be able to perform minor content adaptation as specified in this document.

· MMS Proxy-Relay MAY be able to perform major content adaptation

· If the MMS Proxy-Relay is able to perform major content adaptation it SHALL provide means to the MMS service provider to enable or disable the major content adaptation function.

· When major content adaptation is or needs to be applied to an MM, the original content of the MM SHOULD be available to the end-user through subsequent MMS transactions or by other means (e.g., web or IMAP interface store or forwarding to e-mail). No additional constraints on multimedia message retention time are implied.

· The MMS Proxy-Relay SHOULD not adapt messages for which the Mms-Adaptation-Allowed header is set to false. However DRM requirements have precedence over this behavior.
When a media format/type adaptation is accomplished, the extension of the files and the MIME types MUST be modified accordingly in the corresponding header fields. These changes MUST be reflected in the presentation element.

When a media type adaptation is accomplished, the labels in the presentation element MUST be modified if appropriate (e.g., <video> to <img> in the adaptation from video to image)

If major content adaptation was performed or a media element is dropped during the content adaptation the MMS Proxy-Relay SHALL insert information in the MM (e.g., by modification of the text element contained in the same slide) to inform the user of this fact.
If the X-Mms-Content-Class header of a message to be delivered is set to a value that is supported by the recipient MMS client and if X-Mms-DRM-Content is set to false (i.e. the message doesn’t contain any DRM element) then a Proxy-Relay MAY conclude, without further message content analysis, that content adaptation is not required and deliver the original message. 
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
