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1 Reason for Change

BACKGROUND
Users should be enabled to re-submit multimedia messages (received from a Content Provider), even if the message to be forwarded is outside of the supported message classes and the creation mode used for P2P messaging is “restricted”.

THE PROBLEM.

In creation mode “Restricted” a terminal will only create and submit MMs compliant with MM Content Classes as defined in MM Core Domain.  Therefore, the terminal will restrict the creation and submission of MMs, that contain MM objects outside of the Core MM Content Domain; e.g. MPEG4 ACC (Audio), SVG-Tiny (Graphics), Full DRM and PSS SMIL presentations. These objects belong to Content MM Content Domain.

The use case that we try to cover here is:
Use Case .
A customer would like to re-submit a MM received from a Content Provider. (The customer would like also add or remove media objects from the message).

Technical Proposal.

Summary:
· Create a new Re-submission mode. (From handset point of view is a new function, e.g. allows resubmitting MMs with content objects that are outside of the Core Domain).

· Re-submission modes are: RESTRICTED, WARNING  or FREE modes, similar as defined in Creation Modes.

· It will only be applied to the submission of an already retrieved MMs.

· Re-submission mode can be applied when editing  or composing a MM. (subject to terminal capabilities)

(The principle followed by this proposal is: as long as the MM can be received in the terminal via MMS, it can be sent out but without adding any MM object outside of the Core Domain).

3.2  Definitions

	Creation
	The action to create an MM, e.g., via the terminal MMI

	Kilobyte
	One kilobyte equals 1024 bytes.

	Man-Machine Interface
	The interface between terminal and user

	Message Size
	The message size of an MM, as defined for the MM Content Class concept (section Error! Reference source not found.), SHALL be determined as defined in [TS23140] or [XS0016200]. 

	MMS SMIL
	SMIL subset defined for MMS interoperability purposes in this document.

	Multimedia Message Content Class (MM Content Class)
	A Multimedia Message Content Class is a set of Multimedia Messages defined in terms of media types, size, media formats, presentation formats and applicable DRM mechanisms

	Presentation
	The presentation of the MM to the user as defined in [TS23140] or [XS0016200], e.g., via the terminal MMI. 

	Retrieval
	The download of the MM as defined in [MMSCTR]

	Submission
	The sending of the MM to the MMS Relay/Server as defined in [MMSCTR]. This includes the case where the MM submitted had been earlier retrieved in the terminal.

	Re-submission
	
This is a special submission mode, which allows the submission of an MM - that had been earlier retrieved in the terminal - by bypassing the creation mode Restricted.



12. Creation Modes

MMS Clients that are compliant to the MMS suite of specifications defined by 3GPP (e.g., [TS23140]) SHALL support the requirements in this section.

To facilitate creation and submission of interoperable MMs, three creation modes are defined as follows. The terms ‘creation’ and ‘submission’ are defined in section 0 of this document.

Creation mode RESTRICTED. In this mode, a terminal SHALL only create and submit MMs belonging to the Core MM Content Domain.
Creation mode WARNING. In this mode, a terminal SHALL guide the user to create and submit only MMs belonging to the Core MM Content Domain. This guidance may, for instance, be implemented as warnings to the user. If the user chooses to create and submit an MM that is conformant with the Core MM Content Domain, the MM shall be conformant with the Core MM Content Domain . The form of the guidance and choice is not specified.

Creation mode FREE. In this mode, a terminal MAY allow the user to add any content to the MM.

The terminal SHALL support the Creation mode RESTRICTED. The terminal MAY support the other creation modes, WARNING and FREE. The requirements for all supported creation modes SHALL be mandatory.

The creation mode SHOULD be configurable. Examples of methods of configuration are:

· Preconfiguration at manufacturing phase

· Configuration via user menu

· Configuration via device management

· Configuration via (U)SIM

In the future, the number of MM Content Classes may increase. Thus, in the configuration for creation modes it is important to attach information to which version of this specification the RESTRICTED and WARNING modes apply to.

14 Re-submission Mode (Optional) .
MMS Clients that are compliant to the MMS Suite of specifications defined by 3GPP  (e.g., [TS23140]) MAY support the requirements below:

To facilitate submission of an earlier retrieved MMs a new submission mode –re-submission - is defined as follows:

Re-Submission Mode. In this mode, a terminal is submitting MMs that have been earlier retrieved in the terminal. The MM received MAY belong to any of the defined MM Content Domains: Core, Content, Standard or Unclassified MM Content Domain.
In the re-submission mode the MMS Client MAY allow: 
· – MAY allow to remove removal of any media object, and
·  MAY allow to add addition of any media object conformant to any Content Class in Core MM Content Domain, and

·  MAY allow to modify modification of the message  ‘Subject’ header.
Note: The first two requirements are subject to terminal capabilities.

If a media object is added to the MM, then size of the MM SHALL be limited by the largest MM content class to which the MMS Client is conformant to.
In addition to these requirements, three re-submission modes are defined as follows:
Re-submission mode RESTRICTED. In this re-submission mode, a terminal SHALL only re-submit MMs belonging to the Core MM Content Domain.
Re-submission mode WARNING. In this re-submission mode, a terminal SHALL guide the user to re-submit any MM that was previously received by the terminal. The form of the guidance and choice is not specified. The user has the option to ignore the guidance, i.e. the warning. If the guidance is ignored a terminal SHALL allow the user to re-submit any earlier retrieved MM.
Re-submission mode FREE. In this re-submission mode, a terminal SHALL allow the user to re-submit any earlier retrieved MM.

The terminal SHALL support the re-submission mode RESTRICTED (default value). In addition the terminal MAY support any of the following re-submission modes: WARNING, FREE.
If re-submission mode is supported, then the terminal SHALL support the RESTRICTED re-submission mode and  MAY support either, neither or both of the WARNING and FREE re-submission modes. 
Creation and re-submission modes SHALL be combined according to the following table:

The re-submission mode MAY be configurable. If more than one re-submission mode is available then the re-submission SHALL be configurable. Examples of methods of configuration are:

· Preconfiguration at manufacturing phase

· Configuration via user menu

· Configuration via device management

· Configuration via (U)SIM
