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1 Reason for Contribution

O2 has some issues with the operation of MMS which O2 would like to see fixed in the standard as soon as possible.
2 Summary of Contribution

3 Detailed Proposal

MMS Transaction ID

Currently, the MMS transaction ID is allocated by the MMS Relay.  This causes a problem if the MMS submission succeeds, but the MMS confirmation message fails to reach the mobile.  In this case, the MMS Relay has captured the message and will send it, but the mobile will attempt to send the message again.  When the message is received again at the MMS Relay, it looks like a new message, a new transaction ID is allocated and a duplicate of the message is then sent.

O2 believes that there should be a better way to handle this.  It would be possible for the MMS Relay to compare the entire message content with the previous message received from the same mobile, however sometimes a user might deliberately want to send the same message twice (especially e.g. for telemetry type purposes).  O2 would like MMSG to discuss this and see whether there is an appropriate solution.  One solution might be to divide the transaction ID into two components – one allocated by the mobile and one allocated by the MMS Relay, to enable the MMS Relay to spot duplicates.

MMS Alert via SMS

O2 believes that the SMS alert to trigger the mobile to collect an MMS in specified in too verbose a way which results in two SMS having to be sent for each transaction.  O2 believes that there should be a way to make the use of SMS more efficient such that a single SMS can be used for MMS alert.  This will save significant costs for MMS.
