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1 Reason for Change

Currently the MMS conformance document specifies a maximum length value for list of MMS parameters in such a way that those parameters are interoperable across various MMS entities.  However the table specified for maximum values, does not cover two MMS parameters whose length can also be specified for the sake of improving the interoperability.  The two MMS parameters are namely:

1.  X-Mms-Retrieve-Text:  This MMS parameter is used to qualify the Retrieve Status value in M-Retrieve.conf PDU.

2.  X-Mms-Store-Status-Text:  This MMS parameter is used to qualify the X-Mms-Store Status value

10.2.5 Maximum values of MMS parameters

As id:s and references may vary a lot in different implementations this specification will also cover some of these as well as some other length dependent values, in order to achieve interoperability. The maximum values of MMS parameters SHALL be specified according to Table 24. Constraints SHALL NOT be put on the actual values, only on their lengths counted in us-ascii characters.

These MAY be split up in the three field categories in any desired way but SHALL result in a total number  less or equal to 20 addresses but no less than one address. The support of the “Bcc” field upon submission of an MM is OPTIONAL for the originating MMS Client. In addition the maximum number of characters per address SHALL be less or equal to 312 characters total, including phrase and mailbox; the mailbox portion, including punctuation (“<>@”), SHALL follow the limitations described in [RFC 2821].
