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1 Reason for Change

We believe that rich text formatting elements should be supported in some of the content classes in Core MM Content Domain in addition to all content classes within the Content MM Content Domain. In this way the MMS Client will allow to the user to create and render rich text formatting within the person-to-person service.
The following is a list of basic requirements that we understand should be supported by MMS Clients.
Introduction of some basic formatting functions:
MMS Clients shall support the following modules XHTMLMP and elements in presentation of text formatting:

· Presentation: bold <b>, italic <i>, text in larger font <big>, text in small <small> and horizontal rules <hr>

· Hypertext: hypertext link using the anchor <a>.

· Text: ( Abbreviated text <abbr>, acronym <acronym>, address <add>, quotations, <blockquote>, line-break <br>, citation <cite>, computer code <code>, marks a definition <dfn>, format a group block-level and inline elements with styles <div>, define emphasized text <em>, heading elements <h1>, <h2>, <h3>, <h4>, <h5>, <h6>, text to be enter <kbd>, paragraph <p>, preformatted text <pre>, to specify short quotations <q>, identifies sample computer code <sam>, defines strongly emphasized text <strong>, defines a variable <var>

· List: (block-level element that creates: (an unordered list <ul>, an ordered list <ol>, a definition list <dl>), inline element that defines: (a list item <li>, a definition list term <dt>, a definition list item <dd>).

· Structure: ( body, head, html, title).
· Note: Objects and Images modules have been removed from this CR.
The reason for this is indicated in the following statement: TS 26246 PSS SMIL (Annex 7 XHTML Mobile Profile). “When referring to an XHTML Mobile Profile document from a SMIL document, authors should use only the required XHTML Host Language modules : Structure Module, Text Module, Hypertext Module and List Module.  The use of the Image Module, in particular, should not be used.  Images and other non-text contents should be included in the SMIL document”
· Style Attribute: (defines the style information for a specific element <style attribute>:
· Setting color and background properties:

· Background-color: sets the background color for the document.

· Color: specifies text color; RGB color system (16 colors).

· Text properties:

· Text-decoration: adds decoration to an element’s text (underline, blink)

· Text-transform: changes the letter case of an element’s text (capitalize, uppercase, lowercase)
· Text-align: determines the horizontal alignment of an element’s text (left, center, right and justify).
· Font properties:

· Font-family: specifies a list of font names (serif, sans-serif, cursive, fantasy and monospace)

· 
· Font-size: (percentage)
· Other properties:

· Visibility: (visible,hidden and collapse).
In creation of rich text formatting MMS Clients shall support a subset of these XHTMLMP modules and elements.
· In addition to these requirements transcoding should be supported between XHTMLMP and plain text. This may resolve any interoperability problems between MMS 1.3 and legacy handsets.
