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1 Reason for Change

SMTP Support for MM4 SCR tables have not yet been included.
The IETF RFC 2821 SMTP specification does not specifically address conformance and interoperability testing. An earlier standards organization that worked on SMTP protocol interoperability testing is no longer active.

For the MMS MM4 interface, that interface serves as “the edge” interface between cellular operators.  The edge is the place to start planning the defence of the network perimeter by filtering spam, catching viruses, and enforcing email policies. 

Some common issues with SMTP implementations that historically have caused interoperability problems are: proper issuing of and handling of response codes and error messages, delivery reports, automatically-generated messages (such as out-of-office replies) , and correct setting of and use of the reply path.  Therefore SMTP related SCR are being proposed.
