6 Detailed Change Proposal

X.x   Handling of Class-identifier parameter.

In order to ensure interoperability between MMS Clients and MMS Proxy-Relays when handling X-Mms-Message-Class field the following requirements SHALL be followed: 

· MMS Client SHALL NOT set Class-identifier parameter of X-Mms-Message-Class field to “External”. 

· In M-Retrieve.conf  PDU or M-Notification.ind PDU messages, the recipient MMS Proxy-Relay MAY  set Class-identifier parameter of  X-Mms-Message-Class field to “External”. 

· The MMS Relay-Server SHALL NOT set the information element X-Mms-Message-Class field to “External” in any message sent via MM7 and MMSR.
· When the value of the information element X-Mms-MMS-Version is set to a version inferior to 1.3, the MMS Proxy-Relay SHALL NOT set Class-identifier parameter of X-Mms-Message-Class field to “External”.
· MMS Client SHALL accept any value for Class-identifier parameter within X-Mms-Message-Class field.
