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1 Reason for Contribution

In the previous version of the template specification, we have proposed to embed template/service references in the MMS header in order to widely spread template based services via MMS messages. But, some delegates indicated that such a proposal, if adopted, would then require a change to the CTR spec, and a a change to the CTR spec would then become a 3GPP/3GPP2 issue. To avoid this additional complication, we have revised our original template/service reference proposal.
2 Summary of Contribution
We propose to embed template/service references in the header of the presentation document of the MM. It does not have any effect on CTR. In addition, it may be useful to describe SMS/MMS addresses as template/service references. The recipient can send an empty SMS/MMS message to the template service provider and receive the template or other useful information as a reply message form the provider. We have added functionality to describe SMS/MMS addresses on MTD.
3 Detailed Proposal
· Remove template-url element and service-url element

· Add an element that describes template reference and service reference. Each reference can contain URL, SMS, or MMS address. 

· The template reference and service reference will be embedded in the header of the presentation SMIL document of the resulting MM. The template client uses the meta element of SMIL to describe information.
