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1 Reason for Contribution

If the originating MMS Client is aware of the most complex MM Content Class the receiving MMS Client supports in presentation, it can use this information to guide the user in creation of an MM. Alternatively, the MMS Client could provide a true WYSIWYG editor to the user since it could guarantee that no transcoding would take place in the network.
Currently there is no mechanism in MMS to detect the capability of the receiving MMS Client other than the originating MMS Client caching what MM Content Class the most recently received MM belonged to. 
2 Summary of Contribution

This input contribution proposes to use presence technology to solve the problem described in Section 1.  An example of how to specifically solve it with IMPS 1.x is provided but other presence technologies could also be used.
3 Detailed Proposal

For the originating MMS Client to be able to use presence to be aware of which MM Content Classes the receiving MMS Client supports the following prerequisites must be fulfilled:
· The UE on which the originating and receiving MMS Client is implemented must also contain some sort of client with presence capabilities, e.g. an IMPS 1.x Client.

· The IMPS 1.x Client on the originating UE must subscribe to presence information from the IMPS 1.x client on the receiving UE.
· The IMPS 1.x Client on the receiving UE must be aware of and share information about the most complex MM Content Class the receiving MMS Client can support in presentation. 
· On the originating UE the MMS Client must be able to fetch presence information from the IMPS 1.x Client and link it to the E.164 or RFC2822 address of the recipient MMS Client.

· The user of the originating and receiving MMS Client must both be logged in to the IMPS.

If all the prerequisites are fulfilled the originating MMS Client can use presence information of the receiving MMS Client to guide the user in creation of the MM. Minimally this guidance could be in the form of warnings and restrictions, but ideally the originating MMS Client could provide a WYSIWYG editor to the user by temporarily “downgrading” itself to match the capabilities of the receiving MMS Client.
When the receiving MMS Client supports a more complex MM Content Class than the originating MMS Client no particular action has to be taken.
In situations where there are two or more recipients of an MM and these recipients have different capabilities it will be more difficult to take advantage of the presence information. Warnings and restrictions can still be used and maybe a WYSIWYG editor matching the least common denominator of the recipient MMS Clients. 
The format of the presence information to achieve what is described above would be quite simple; the most reasonable approach would be to follow the same syntax as the MmsContentClass attribute in the UAProf document for MMS (“TX”, “IB”, “IR”, etc…). 
The conclusion drawn from this input paper is that a quite reasonably robust and useful solution is given to an existing problem in the MMS community. The cost to achieve the solution is minimal, existing technologies can be used with one small addition in the form a two-letter text string.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

The recommendation to MMSG is to consider the pros and cons of this input from an MMS point of view and decide if it can be useful for an originating MMS Client to know the MM Content Class of the receiving MMS Client. If the answer is “yes” MMSG shall send a Liaison Statement to inform this to the relevant working groups in OMA (PAG and IM) or alternatively arrange a joint meeting with them.
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
