· To introduce the attribute backgroundColor in region and root-layout elements.

This enhancement will provide background colour to the MMS SMIL slides presentations.

“All unknown elements/attributes, subset of MMS SMIL or not, not recognized by the MMS Client SHALL be ignored, and the MMS Client SHALL use the supported parts for the presentation as described in this specification”.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.1.1 Elements used in MMS SMIL

5.2.1.1 Layout Modules

The Layout Modules provides a framework for spatial layout of visual components. MMS SMIL SHALL adopt parts of the SMIL 2.0 BasicLayout module as shown in Table 1.

Default dimensions of the root-layout are the dimensions of terminal display area. Sizes of regions are calculated as is SMIL BasicLayout.

The dimensions of the regions inside the root-layout can be expressed in absolute terms (i.e. in pixels) or  in percentages relative to the dimensions of the root-layout. For the sake of clarity, mixed absolute/relative notations SHOULD be avoided.
When backgroundColor attribute is applied to the root-layout element, it sets the background color for an entire presentation. 
When backgroundColor attribute is applied to the region element, i.e. to the “Text” region, it sets the background color for all “Text” regions within the presentation. 
BackgroundColor attribute MAY be applied to both regions defined in MMS SMIL: “Text” and/or “Image” region(s).
When handling this backgroundColor attribute MMS Clients SHALL behave as follows:

· In creation of MMs, MMS Clients MAY set backgroundColor attribute in root-layout and/or region elements. 
· In submission of MMs, MMS Clients SHOULD be able to submit MMs that contain backgroundColor attribute in root-layout and/or region elements.
· In retrieval and presentation of MMs, MMS Clients SHOULD be able render MM that contain backgroundColor attribute in root-layout and/or region elements.
