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1 Reason for Change

This CR clarifies that the support of Content MM Content Domain via MMSM is independent of the support of MM7 interface by the MMS Proxy-Relay.

According with the current requirements listed in section 13, bullet 6 of the Conformance document. If the MMS Proxy-Relay doesn’t support MM7 interface (optional interface) then bullets (c) and (d) are not applicable. These requirements should be mandatory independent of the support of MM7 interface. Therefore bullets (c) and (d) should be translated to point (1.) and (2.) respectively.

13.  Conformance Requirements for the MMS Proxy-Relay for Interoperability            

The MMS Proxy-Relay may apply certain limitations to the processing of MM, depending on the size and contents (e.g. media formats) of an MM. However the MMS Proxy-Relay SHALL support the Core MM Content Domain as specified below:

1. The MMS Proxy-Relay SHALL be able to receive any MM belonging to the Core MM Content Domain and Content MM Content Domain submitted by the MMS Client via the MMSm interface. 

2. The MMS Proxy-Relay SHALL be able to support retrieval by the MMS Client via the MMSm interface of any MM belonging to the Core MM Content Domain and Content MM Content Domain.

3. The MMS Proxy-Relay SHALL be able to perform appropriate content adaptation as defined in section Error! Reference source not found. if necessary.

4. The MMS Proxy-Relay SHALL be able to forward any MM belonging to the Core MM Content Domain via the MMSR interface. 

5. The MMS Proxy-Relay SHALL be able to receive any MM belonging to the Core MM Content Domain via the MMSR interface. 

6. Proxy-RelayIf the MMS Proxy-Relay implements an interface according to the MM7 reference point defined in [TS23140] and [XS0016370] then

the MMS Proxy-Relay SHALL be able to receive any MM belonging to the Core MM Content Domain and any MM belonging to the Content MM Content Domain via that interface;
