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1 Reason for Contribution

In Barcelona, MMSG had a joint meeting with the MMS IOP group where it was discussed how to incorporate MM4 protocol interface as part of MMS IOP test for OMA MMSG 1.2 technical enabler. 

Since this meeting, Vodafone has been discussing this topic further with other companies in order to identify the reasons why MM4 and MM7 protocols should be tested as part of the OMA MMSG 1.2 or 1.3 specifications.

After these discussions Vodafone has not found any reason that could justify the incorporation of MM4 or MM7 requirements into the SCR tables of MMS 1.3 Conformance doc.

2 Summary of Contribution

MM4 and MM7 are 3GPP protocols. Therefore it makes not sense to incorporate MM4 and MM7 requirements into the SCR tables of OMA MMS Conformance document with the intention of being tested as part of the OMA MMS IOP.

3 Detailed Proposal

MM4, MM7 and any other protocol interface different to MM1 should not be tested as part of the MMS IOP OMA tests. These protocols are not defined by OMA, therefore it is our view that they should not be tested by OMA MMS IOP.

As a result Vodafone doesn’t see any value of incorporating into the OMA MMSG CONF 1.2 or 1.3 any SCR tables that introduces requirements with regards to the above-mentioned protocols.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

Do not incorporate any requirement, related to any protocol that is not defined by OMA, into the SCR tables of the OMA MMSG Conformance 1.2 or 1.3 documents.  MM4 and MM7 interfaces does not belong to OMA and therefore IOP test is outside of the scope of OMA MMS IOP test.
In addition, to remove the changes introduced by the CR, OMA-MMSG-2004-0156R10-CR-on-MM4-SCRs-to-MMSCONF-1.2, into the OMA-MMSG-Conformance 1.2 document.
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
