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1 Reason for Change

The MMS Conformance Document 1.3 introduces the concept of Rich Text in MMS, that is basically an XHTML document contained in a SMIL text region. Since it is not intended in MMS 1.3 to support the full XHTML Mobile Profile in MMS presentations, the Conformance Document specifically defines three subsets of XHTML MP, targeted for the following contexts of use :

· one XHTML MP subset for retrieval/presentation, applicable to Content Basic and Content Rich classes (and possibly applicable to Megapixel class if agreed) ;

· one XHTML MP subset for creation/submission, applicable to Content Basic and Content Rich classes ;

· one XHTML MP subset for creation/submission, applicable to Megapixel class (if agreed).

The MMS Client has to declare support for all kinds of XHTML MP subsets it can support in retrieval/presentation ( so today one subset (the first bullet).

Since no new specific MIME type has been defined for this subset, Rich Text support declaration is currently done via the addition of the “full XHTML MP” MIME type (application/vnd.wap.xhtml+xml) to the list of supported MIME types. From an MMS Relay/Server point of view, this method could be considered ambiguous since it gives the impression that the MMS client supports the full XHTML Mobile Profile in retrieval/presentation, which is not true.

This ambiguity is not a concern today if we can expect the MMS servers to deduce this XHTML restricted support from the values of various MMS UAprof attributes, such as the MMS version (( 1.3), the MMS supported content types (( full XHTML Mobile Profile MIME type) and the MMS supported content classes (( Content Basic, Content Rich,  Megapixel). The example below gives a typical UAprof excerpt for an MMS 1.3 terminal supporting the Rich Text functionality:

The reason for change is that this “loose” declaration method is not future-proof, and in particular will not properly cover the following potential future situations:

· it will not be possible to declare support for the “XHTML MMS 1.3 subset” plus support for an “XHTML MMS 1.4 subset” (in case the XHTML MMS 1.3 subset evolves in future MMS versions) ;

· it will not be possible to declare support for the “XHTML MMS 1.3 subset” plus support for the “full XHTML MP” ; 

· it will not be possible to declare support for the “XHTML MMS 1.3 subset” plus support for one specific version of “full XHTML MP” (there are today two versions of OMA XHTML MP : 1.0 and 1.1).

6 Detailed Change Proposal

The CR proposes to add a new UAProf attribute (MmsXHTMLBaseSet) in the MMS Characteristics component allowing the MMS Client to accurately list all the XHTML subsets it supports in SMIL text regions in the context of retrieval/presentation. 

This declaration mechanism is similar to the way support of multiple SMIL Base Sets is today declared (via the MmsSmilBaseSet attribute).

Changed sections are 7.1 and Appendix B in MMS Client Transactions 1.3 :
