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1 Reason for Change
This CR is based on feedback from Nokia and Sony-Ericsson. It includes some editorial changes and minor changes. It also improves the consistency of the specification.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
· Section 5.2.1.3.1

· It says SHALL for containing a wizard, but in section,5.2.1.5.1 it says MAY for step elements within wizard. For consistency, it should be changed into "MAY". 
· Section 5.2.1.5.2 table.1
· The URIs that indicate device application that should be used for input of media objects are written as "http://localhost/...". However, because HyperText Transfer Protocol (http) is not used for call of device application, it is not an appropriate expression. So it should be changed into "device://…". 
· Editor's note mentions a risk to use "http://...". This change will alleviate this concern. 
· Section 5.2.1.5.2
· The target-charset attribute is defined to specify character encoding for text input. This specification may require additional functionalities for existing text input method implemented in handset. As long as it only uses US-ASCII, UTF-8, and UTF-16, there may be no garbage character problems. We would like to propose to remove this attribute. 
· Section  5.2.2.2
· The media objects that are referenced by step element in MTD are replaceable by end-user. On the other hand, the media objects that are NOT referenced by step element in MTD SHALL be fixed. So the following requirement should be added. 

· MMS Client SHALL NOT be allowed to modify/delete fixed media objects that are not referenced by any steps in wizard. 

5.2.1.3.1            The body element

The body element identifies the body of the document. The body element is a child of mmstemplate element. 

The body element MAY contain a single message element. 

The body element MAY contain a single wizard element. 

5.2.1.5.2            The step element

The step element is used to define each step of the wizard. The step element is a child of the wizard element. 

The step element MAY have a guide attribute value. MMS Client MAY use this description to guide the user as to what to do next. For example, a dialog which says "Please take a photo" is displayed prior to activation of a camera application. 

The step element SHALL have a src attribute value. The src attribute identifies a candidate application that is used to interact with a user. 
The src attribute SHALL have the following values: 

· device://still-camera: MMS Client invokes still camera application. 

· device://video-camera: MMS Client invokes video camera application. 

· device://sound-recorder: MMS Client invokes sound recorder application. 

· device://text-input: MMS Client invokes text input application. 

· device://rich-text-input: MMS Client invokes rich text input application.

· device://file-manager: MMS Client invokes file manger application.

· device://address-book: MMS Client invokes address book.
Some URIs MAY have parameters in the manner of query-string description in [RFC2396]. The device application SHOULD support such parameters, but the standardization of them is out of scope of this specification.
When these reserved URIs are specified as the src attribute value, the template element SHALL have both target-name attribute value and target-type attribute value. The target-name attribute identifies the name of the returned file from the application. The target-type attribute identifies the content type of the returned file. The invoked application SHALL return a file encoded in specified content type. MMS Client MAY use this information to filter out non-conforming files when prompting a user to select files by using file manager. 


When present, the target-name attribute SHALL contain an xs:string value. When present, the target-type attribute SHALL contain an xs:string value. These attribute value SHALL be compliant with [MMSCONF]. 
5.2.2.2         Phase 2: Acquire replaceable media objects

MMS Client SHALL support the following application activations specified by a wizard. 

· Plain text editor

· File manger

· Address book

MMS Client SHOULD support the following application activations specified by a wizard. 

· Still-camera application

· Video-camera application

· Sound recorder application

· Rich text editor

MMS Client SHALL NOT be allowed to modify/delete fixed media objects that are not referenced by any steps in wizard. 
MMS Client SHOULD support backward/forward navigation between several steps while maintaining user input data. 

When MMS Client completes processing all steps, MMS Client SHALL move to next phase. 

Note: The XML Schema will be updated based on the changes. 
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
