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1 Reason for Change
Design of the MMS message template specification involves trade-offs between flexibility and interoperability. In the previous meetings, some delegates requested to change some elements and attributes support from mandatory to optional to obtain more flexibility. We should carefully examine the appropriateness of changes from mandatory into optional. 

We believe that MMS Client SHALL parse all elements and attributes defined in the specification. It is absolutely essential to keep interoperability of MMS message template. In addition, parsing is not a hard task even for  existing devices. 

On the other hand, MMS Client MAY not process all elements and attributes defined in the specification. We may be able to find some parts that are not critical for MMS message template interoperability. We would like to propose to change the following attributes and elements into OPTIONAL: 

· xml:lang attribute for several elements

· It MAY be inserted in documents to specify the language used in the contents and attribute values of the element. Template author SHOULD provide this information. 
· Although current version of MMS SMIL does not have such attributes, it will be displayed appropriately by MMS client in most cases, so it may be changed to OPTIONAL for MMS Client. 
· Meta information elements: description, date, version, and author element
· These elements provide useful meta information of the MMS template. Users and MMS Client can manage template more effectively according to this information. Template author SHOULD provide this information by using these elements. 

· On the other hand, it is not necessary information to use MMS message template. MMS Client may not need to use this information. Therefore, it may be changed to OPTIONAL for MMS Client. 

This change request identifies a proposal of a minimum set of the MMS Client conformance. If MMSG agrees, some elements and attributes that are proposed to change into OPTIONAL might remain as MANDATORY to keep interoperability.

5 Recommendation

After considering the trade-off between flexibility and interoperability, decide on Mandatory/Optional for each element and attribute. 

6 Detailed Change Proposal
5.2.2        MMS Client

For the sake of clarity, the requirements are partitioned according to the reference-processing model. It is not required that an implementation execute each phase atomically. 

5.2.2.1         Phase 1: Identify needed resources

MMS Client SHOULD validate that the MTD is valid. If not, MMS Client SHALL ignore it.  
If the version of MTD is not supported by MMS Client, MMS Client SHALL NOT go to the next phase. 
MMS Client SHALL parse all MTD elements and attributes. If unknown elements or attributes are encountered they SHALL be ignored.
MMS Client SHALL use the MTD to construct and execute an MMS Message Template.

MMS Client SHALL process MTD elements and attributes which are specified as "M" in table 1.

MMS Client SHOULD process MTD elements and attributes which are specified as "O" in table 1. 
Note: The process of meta information module elements is to provide a method to allow user to access the information.
