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1 Reason for Change

SMIL is the only agreed presentation language for an MM carrying SVG Tiny file. SVG Tiny could be also used as a presentation language in practice. It might be interpreted from the MMS Conf Doc (table that lists supported media for different content classes) that SVG Tiny is not used for presentation in MMS 1.3, but it is not specifically spelled out in the document. So, a clear statement is proposed to restrict the use of SVG Tiny as presentation language in MMS.

SMIL has defined means to refer external media (using content id – cid, or content location). There is no such means defined for SVG Tiny. Defining such means does not bring anything new, as it would be possible for a content provider to send synchronized media with SVG Tiny content using SMIL in a message. Moreover, having multiple means for the same purpose would complicate the scenario. So, another restriction is proposed - not to refer any external media from an SVG Tiny file.

5 Recommendation

It is recommended that MMSG considers the proposed changes and approves the same for the MMS Conformance Document 1.3.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.1.10   Vector Graphics

MMS Clients conforming to MM Content Class Content Rich, that are compliant to the MMS suite of specifications defined by 3GPP (e.g., [TS23140]), SHALL support SVG Tiny version 1.2, as defined in [TS26140], in retrieval and presentation.

MMS Clients conforming to MM Content Class Content Rich, that are compliant to the MMS suite of specifications defined by 3GPP2 (e.g., [XS0016200]), SHALL support SVG Tiny version 1.2, as defined in [CP0050A], in retrieval and presentation.

Apart from the guidelines available in the above-mentioned specifications, following restrictions apply when SVG Tiny is used in any MMS Message:
· The MMS Client is not required to handle an SVG Tiny file as a presentation part or as the root part of a multipart/related message in an MM. 
· The MMS Client is also not required to handle an SVG Tiny file that refers any media outside the file. So, it is also expected that an SVG Tiny file does not refer any media outside the file within the same MM.
