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1 Reason for Change

The description of encoding header field values of Content-Disposition, in “OMA-MMS-ENC-V1_3-20050214-D” chapter 7.1 “Special considerations regarding usage of WSP in MMS”, needs to be clarified since Content-disposition exists both in encoding-version 1.1 and 1.4 in “WAP-230-WSP-20010705-a”. It's has become even more important to clarify this now when having added a more detailed guideline on how to generate filename of an object using content-disposition.

Accept this Change request and update chapter 7.1, “Special considerations regarding usage of WSP in MMS”, in the next draft of “MMS Encapsulation Protocol Version 1.3”

6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.1 Special considerations regarding usage of WSP in MMS

Header fields included in a MM SHALL be encoded according to WSP Binary Encoding version 1.3 [WAPWSP] whenever possible. Otherwise, textual encoding is used. If binary encoding of MMS PDUs is applied, it is also possible to provide header extensibility using WSP mechanism of encoding of new unassigned header field names.

Any newer header field or header field value binary encoding than [WAPWSP] MUST NOT be used, including changes specified in SINs against [WAPWSP]. When attempting to use newer header or value, the entire header field and value MUST be encoded in textual format. 
In the case of the Content-Disposition header; if the Content-disposition header is of WSP encoding version 1.1, i.e. with the header field name assignment 0x2E, then the entire header SHALL be binary encoded with the values found in [WAPWSP]. If the Content-disposition header is of WSP encoding version 1.4, then the entire header (including the header field name) SHALL be encoded in textual format.
Note:  Referenced WSP version for binary encoding has been fixed to [WAPWSP] in order to avoid an incompatibility between different versions of MMS PDU. 

Table 38 in [WAPWSP] contains bugs at Expected BNF Rules for Value.  “Text-value” MUST be used for parameter values instead of “Text-string”.

Values encoded as “Text-String” MUST NOT start with the following ASCII characters:

· CR, carriage return (13)

· LF, linefeed (10)

· HT, horizontal-tab (9)
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
