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1 Reason for Change

In December, 3GPP2 approved a CR (X34-20041018-016r2, based on 3GPP CR 166), which allows an application which uses MMS to transport application data to indicate that, as a fallback, an MM may be shown to the user if it cannot be delivered to the destination application.  Note that this indication is entirely optional and up to the originating application.

This CR aligns the OMA MMS ENC 1.3 document with the change introduced in 3GPP2 [XS0016200] specification by the CR in the document X34-20041018-016r2.
