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1 Reason for Change

Introduces a requirement that will allow defining a negative testing in OMA MMS IOP. This test will be used for the GCF certification of MMS terminals. 

The aim of this requirement is to ensure that if a recipient terminal receives a MM with optional feature that is not supported by the recipient, then the recipient MMS Client will ignore this option and the terminal should not be affected by it.

7.1 X.X General Interoperability requirement.

If the MMS Client receives an MM, which contains an optional  header or content that is not supported by the terminal, then the MMS Client SHALL ignore this optional header or content  and it SHOULD be able to recover. Further strategies for recovery are beyond the scope of this document to address.
