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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution presents the original three comments presented by Vodafone, during the R&A process of  “OMA-MMSG-2005-0103-MMS-from-Client-to-VASP-and-MM3”. And it proposes some changes to the document in order to address these concerns.

2 Summary of Contribution

This section contains the three objections presented to #103 CR.

1/ Clarification is requested about second requirement in section 14. 

“An MMS Client MAY by-pass the requirements of the creation mode, as specified above, while creating an MM for non-person-to-person messaging (e.g. messaging for services like postcard and content upload, sending an MM to an E-mail address). When bypassing the restriction of creation mode, the created MM belong to Core, Content, Standard or Unclassified MM Content Domain.

” Is correct to say : “... non-person-to-person” ? Or should it be in the other way around person-to-non-person?

2/ The CR doesn’t define the behaviour of the MMS Client if the destination address is a combination of: e.g. e-mail address and/or short-code and MSISDN. In the case of MSISDN as a destination address the MMS Client should not bypass the creation modes. 

3/ Potential IOP problems or bad customer experience due to a mismatch of the message size supported in the MMS Client and in the network. 

The max message size in the MMS Client when bypassing creation modes is not configured dynamically. Therefore, there is no a mechanism that can align the max. message size supported by the network with the max. message size supported by the terminal.  

IOP problems are introduced if the MMS Client supports a larger message size than the one supported in the network. Potentially, the network could reject all MMs sent by the MMS Client. 

Unsatisfactory customer experience is introduced when the MMS Proxy-Relay increases its message but the MMS Client cannot follow this increment. The bypass of creation modes will not provide the intended benefit, as the user cannot maximize this increment.

3 Detailed Proposal

This section contains a proposal for each one of the above objections.

Comment 1.

Editorial Change: non ‘person-to-person’

Comment 2:

Adding:

If the MM contains a MSISDN as destination address then, the MMS Client SHALL NOT bypass the creation mode.

Comment 3:

Define a new a new MMS Client parameter  “network-max.message-size” that indicates the maximum message size supported by the network. The network operator can configure this parameter as per normal configuration methods, with the exception of the ‘via user menu’ method.

In addition this parameter “network-max-message-size” should be used to limit the message size when using free creation mode, otherwise the message might be rejected. 

These comments might be collected in a new section: X. Bypassing Creation Modes (Optional)
The original statements from #0103 have been copied and the section has been enhanced with comments to address the concerns raised by Vodafone.

X. Bypassing Creation Modes (Optional)

MMS Clients that are compliant with the MMS suite of specifications defined by 3GPP (e.g., [TS23140]) MAY support the requirements in this section.
An MMS Client MAY by-pass the requirements of the creation mode, as specified in section 13, while creating an MM for  non ‘person-to-person’ messaging (e.g. messaging for services like postcard and content upload, sending an MM to an E-mail address). When bypassing the restriction of creation mode, the created MM belong to Core, Content, Standard or Unclassified MM Content Domain. 

If the MM contains a MSISDN as destination address then, the MMS Client SHALL NOT bypass the creation mode.
For creation and submission, the MMS Client MAY be configurable via a parameter called “network-max-message-size” (NMS) to set the maximum size of MM when bypassing creation mode. The MMS Client SHALL limit the maximum message size based on the value of this parameter. 
Examples of configuration methods for this parameter are:

· Pre-configuration at manufacturing phase,

· Configuration via Over the Air Provisioning

· Configuration via (U)SIM.
This parameter MAY be used to limit the maximum message size created by the MMS Client when applying creation mode FREE.
The following requirements ensure that the MMS Proxy-Relay can handle messages sent by the MMS Client when the MMS Client bypasses the creation mode. 
· The MMS Proxy-Relay MAY be configurable via the parameter  "network-max-message-size" to set the maximum message size handle by the MMS Proxy-Relay
· If this parameter is defined the MMS Proxy-Relay SHALL be able to receive and deliver MMs which message size exceed the maximum message size defined in the Core MM Content Domain. 
· If the MM contains a MSISDN as destination address and the message size of the MM exceeds the maximum message size defined in the Core MM Content Domain then, the MMS Proxy-Relay SHALL reject the MM with the appropriated error code.
Note I:  The user should not be able to configure this parameter via user menu.
Note II: The addition of this parameter in the handset will give the network operators the possibility to align the maximum message size supported by the network with the maximum message size created by the MMS Client. In this way the user will not experience the rejection of a message due to unsupported message size in the network when the user is using a messaging service that bypasses the creation mode.
