5 Recommendation

1/ Change the title PIM for PDI.

A Personal Information Manager (PIM) is a software application that stores and organises personal data such as calendaring and scheduling information. A PIM typically needs to exchange this data with another PIM application. This exchange of data is known as Personal Data Interchange (PDI). Standards such as vobject define the format of the data to be interchanged.

In the MMS 1.3 specifications PIM, an application, is mistakenly used to refer to a PDI format.

Based on the above we suggest replacing all the occurrences of PIM with PDI.

2/ Delete the [PIM] reference (section 2.1) and maintain [OMAVOBJECT].

The reference in the MMS CONF 1.3 to PIM is pointing to http://www.imc.org/pdi/. However with the introduction of vObject Minimum Interoperability Profile this reference is obsolete.

Vobject Minimum Interoperability Profile is a technical enabler defined by OMA. The objectives of this specification according to OMA-TS-vObjectOMAProfile-v1-0-20050118-C are:

· “to define a set of vObject coformance

· to constrain the implementation choices from original vCard2.1, vCard1.0 and vBookmark 1.0 specifications

· to clarifiy the ambiguities of the syntax contained in those specifications”

3/ Express the reference to vCard and vCalendar as MIP.

With the introduction of vObject MIP.

· VCard 2.1 should be listed as vCard2.1 MIP (Minimum Interoperability Profile)

· VCalendar 1.0 should be listed as vCalendar 1.0 MIP (Minimum Interoperability Profile)

4/ Change normative references and abbreviations accordingly.

5/ Introduce changes in section 7 accordingly with above discussions.
