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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses the comment in CONRR 20050422 – CONF 059. It suggests listing an informative statement as normative due to security reasons. Also, the CR clarifies that in case of unsupported or corrupted content the MMS Client should display those media objects supported and continue functioning.

5 Recommendation

Suggestion:

Re-word the following statement as normative:

“Precautions should be used to guard against buffer overflows and other potentially exploitable security vulnerabilities.”

Also, clarify that the MMS Client should continue functioning and display those media objects that are supported.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

10.3 General Interoperability requirements.

If the MMS Client receives an MM that contains corrupted content or content that is not supported by the terminal, then the MMS Client SHALL employ best effort in presenting the media objects in the MM that is supported by the terminal. The MMS Client SHOULD continue functioning after unsupported or corrupted content is received. 


MMS Client MUST discard malformed content exceeding the maximum allowed size in order to avoid buffer overflows. 
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
