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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution provides a suggestion from the OMA TP Chair regarding how to handle Stage 2 information for MMS 1.4.
2 Summary of Contribution

During the April 2005 meeting of OMA MMSG in Singapore, during a review of the LPTF Recommendations, MMSG noted that 3GPP and 3GPP2 both support the concept of Stage 2 specifications which OMA does not support.  MMSG has decided that this Stage 2 information does need to be preserved and maintained on an on-going basis.  We considered the possibility of including this information in the MMS AD but then decided that the current concept of the AD document should not be modified.  As such, the group agreed that a new normative document (i.e., Functional Description document) should be developed and included in the MMS Enabler package of documents.  
As Secretary, I took an action to contact OPs and PROCs to get advise any actions we need to take to implement this strategy and any other issues we should consider in pursuing this strategy.
An e-mail was mailed to the OPs and PROCs Chair on 13 April 2005 and, when there was no response, resent on 1 June 2005.  As a cc on both e-mails, the OMA TP Chair responded to second e-mail with a suggested way forward.  That suggestion is being presented for MMSG consideration.

3 Detailed Proposal

Use the OMA TS document type to create an MMS 1.4 Functional Description Specification.  Using the TS document type, will enable it to be a specification, be managed under change control and approval, and be included in the ERP which defines technical specifications in the enabler release.
