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1 Reason for Contribution

The contribution presented in this document, provides the end user with Enhanced Multi-Media Functionalities, of recalling the message that is already been sent to the recipient, over the current functionality of MMS v1.3. This can be incorporated in MMS v1.4.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution is an Enhancement over the current implementation. The MMS message originator can request for message recall for the earlier sent message. Following are the possible scenarios. While listing the scenarios the message originator is addressed as User A and the destination address as User B.

2.1. MMSC server has not delivered the message to User B
2.2. MMSC server has delivered the notification to User B, when it received message recall request.

2.3. User B has already downloaded the message, when MMSC received message recall request.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Use Case: MMSC server has not delivered the message to User B

3.1.1 User A has sent a MMS message to User B with say delivery time set and the User A gets “Message ID-1” in the “m-send-conf”.

3.1.2 Before MMSC delivers the notification for the message to User B, User A wishes to recall the message sent.

3.1.3 User A initiates “m-recall-req” message with “Message-ID” field set to “Message ID-1”.

3.1.4 MMSC SHALL delete the message in the MMSC Store using the “Message ID-1”.

3.2 Use Case: MMSC server has delivered the notification to User B and the message is not retrieved.
3.2.1 User A has sent a MMS message to User B.
3.2.2 User A gets “Message ID-1” in the “m-send-conf”.

3.2.3 MMSC server delivers the notification to User B. 

3.2.4 Before User B download the message from MMSC, User A initiates “m-recall-req” message with “Message-ID” field set to “Message ID-1”.

3.2.5 MMSC shall delete the message using the Message ID-1.

3.2.6 User B initiates “m-retrieve-req” to download the content, using the notification that is available for that message.

3.2.7 MMSC shall send “m-retrieve-conf” message with proper “X-Mms-Retrieve-Status” and “X-Mms-Retrieve-Text”. This may lead to a new status value definition which indicates “message has been recalled and it does not exist”.
3.3 Use Case: User B has already downloaded the message.
3.3.1 This can be achieved using MMS 1.3 M-Cancel.req PDU.
