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1 Reason for Contribution

At the MMSG Montreal Meeting it was unclear where the MM10 stage 3 specifications (TS 29.140 and corresponding 3GPP2 specification) will be hosted in the future.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution aims to give some guidance how to proceed with this specific peace of MMS standardisation work and closes also the MMSG action Item 2005-A022.
3 Detailed Proposal

In 3GPP/3PP2 Release 6 the MM10 Interface (Interface between the MMS Relay Server and an external Messaging Service Control Function) was introduced in the 3GPP and 3GPP2 specifications. Furthermore the related stage 3 specifications were approved by the responsible Working Groups in 3GPP and 3GPP2.
According to the agreement taken by OMA, 3GPP and 3GPP2 the stage 2 description, which is part of the TS 23.140 and TSG X.S0016, will be automatically moved to the OMA-MWG-MMSG standardisation Framework. 
For the related Stage 3 specification the situation seems to be a little bit different; these additional MM10 stage 3 MMS specification seems not to be covered by recommendations/guidelines which were originally given to the MMS standardisation groups for the move of MMS standardisation work to OMA.

Out of the fact, that the stage 3 implementation may be bearer specific and that the MM10 3GPP interface protocol is defined as an IETF vendor specific Diameter application, where the vendor is 3GPP, it seems to be appropriate to host the stage 3 specifications in the corresponding Bodies in 3GPP and 3GPP2.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
