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1 Reason for Contribution

The objective of this contribution is to raise a discussion on the possible user expectations, while using certain MMS features.  Also the outcome of the discussion may require an update on the appropriate specifications based upon the consensus within the MMSG.
2 Summary of Contribution

The detailed proposal explains some of the possible user expectations while using the X-Mms-Delivery-Time feature.
3 Detailed Proposal

In the current MMS specifications, there is a provision for the originating MMS user to specify his desired delivery time, upon when the MM needs to be delivered to the target user.  Some of the possible use cases are like Birthday Cards, Anniversary Wishes, etc.,
While using such a feature, the Date value in the M-Retrieve.conf PDU defines the actual value when the MM was received at the MMS Proxy Relay or submission / forwarded time.  This may give an impression to the recipient user, that this MM was sent well in advance, not sometime near before the MM was received.  Sometimes this behaviour is not desirable to the originating user, and may be against privacy of the originating user, who would not want to disclose the deferred delivery intention or decision to the recipient user.  Infact this is the reason, why the delivery time is not conveyed to the recipients in either Notification.Ind or M-Retrieve.conf message.
Consider a possible scenario, where the user wants to send a birthday greetings to his friend, which falls on Sunday.  He decides to send greetings MM on Friday (i.e two days before the birthday) and sets a delivery time on Sunday.  In such a case, he does not want the recipient to know that this MM was sent two days before, otherwise he would have sent a MM on Sunday.  
Hence the proposal suggests that the Date-Time value in the M-Retrieve.conf PDU should be in accordance with the X-Mms-Delivery-Time, when the feature is requested by the user, and supported by the MMS Proxy Relay.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
