Dear Musa and ARC WG,

During the OMA Sydney meeting, the MMSG had the opportunity to review the correspondence sent by the ARC WG about MMS 1.4 backward compatibility (please see email below). In this correspondence, you requested that the MMSG reviews the contribution referred in [1] and informs ARC WG of the results of this investigation.

 

The MMSG verified that the technical analysis made in [1] is both accurate and complete. Therefore, we can endorse the contributor's assertion that the use of the 3GPP/3GPP2 architecture and terminology for development of MMS 1.4 should not impact backward compatibility with MMS 1.3. However, the MMSG would also like to state that the contribution in [1] does not reflect any decision about which MMS interfaces will be transferred from 3GPP/3GPP2 to OMA for standardization in MMS 1.4. Information about such decisions can be found in the LPTF recommendations approved by the TP in [2], and whose latest update (still in progress) can be found in [3].
