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Re: 3GPP2 response on MMS work transfer status

This letter is intended in response to your 25 August 2005 LS regarding MMS Status.  3GPP2 is pleased to provde the following information:
STATUS OF COPYRIGHT APPROVAL

In an e-mail correspondence to OMA’s Seth Newberry dated 19 July 2005, 3GPP2 granted approval to reproduce and use the 3GPP2 materials listed below, with the stipulation that the appropriate attribution of 3GPP2 as the copyright holder appear on any OMA documents using text from these 3GPP2 specifications. The following is suggested text:  “COPYRIGHTED MATERIAL reproduced and used by the Open Mobile Alliance with the permission of the Organizational Partners of the Third Generation Partnership Project 2 (3GPP2).”

· 3GPP2 X.S0016-200-C - most recent version (MMS Stage 2, Functional Description) 
· 3GPP2 X.S0016-310-0 - most recent version (MMS MM1 Stage 3 Using OMA/WAP) 
· 3GPP2 X.S0016-311-0 - most recent version (MMS MM1 Stage 3 Using M-IMAP for Message Submission and Retrieval) 
· 3GPP2 X.S0016-312-0 - most recent version (MMS MM1 Stage 3 Using SIP) 
· 3GPP2 X.S0016-330-0 - most recent version (MMS MM3 Stage 3 for Internet Mail Exchange) 
· 3GPP2 X.S0016-340-0 - most recent version (MMS MM4 Stage 3 Intercarrier Interworking)

In addition, we have noted that this list of documents needs to be updated from the perspective of what is needed for the MMS work transfer effort.  The updates are noted as follows:

MMS DOCUMENT AVAILABILITY

The status of MMS document availability for reproduction and use by OMA is summarized as follows:
Technical development of 3GPP2 X.P0016-200-A and X.P0016-330-A is still in process pending IETF assignment of RFC number for two (2) internet drafts.  Although the most optimum situation is that IETF would assign the requested RFC numbers immediately, TSG-X has also initiated the following actions in an attempt to release all remaining documents for the 15-day SC level review for publication approval as soon as possible:
· TSG-X has requested SC approval to publish 3GPP2 documents that include references to IETF internet drafts so that they will not have to wait for IETF assigmemt of RFC numbers.  The 3GPP2 SC and OPs are still deliberating this request.
· In case the SC does not approve the TSG-X request above, TSG-X is also in the process of considering how the documents can be revised to omit those references of concern.

TSG-X advises the following:

· In the best case, technical development of all X.P0016 documents could be complete as early as the October 2005 meetings in Beijing next week.

· If TSG-X is not able to resolve the issues of concern during the October 2005 meeting, TSG-X wll be attempting to complete all technical development activities by the December 2005 meeting.  NOTE:  There are no 3GPP2 super-meetings scheduled for November 2005.

The other issue affecting document availability is the fact that all 3GPP2 documents that have been approved for publication but that also include normative references to OMA documents have been placed on HOLD pending receipt of commitment to “reasonable and non-discriminatory’ licensing terms from all companies who have claimed IPR interests in OMA documents but were not members of OMA as of 1 January 2005.  These companies are not bound by OMA revisions to their IPR policies that were effective as of that date.  Based on the fact that the technical content of the MMS documents of interest will then be stable, the 3GPP2 OPs have approved the release of all documents, pending completion of outstanding technical development and satisfactory completion of the required 15-day SC level review, to OMA in support of the MMS work transfer effort.
We sincerely hope that this information has been responsive to your inquiry and we continue to support the goals and rapid execution of the MMS work tranfer effort as previously agreed.
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
