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1 Description


Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):


MMS is one of the most important communication tools in the current cellular phone market. MMS 1.3 supports additional data types of multimedia objects such as SVGT, XHTML, and so on. It also supports a simple way to compose multimedia message, called MMS message template. 


In order to increase the usage of MMS, it is important to connect MMS to other services. Because MMS is a messaging service, it can deliver the service interface to end-users. The user can forward the MM to others, which results in the service spreading among more users. Because MMS can handle various multimedia objects, it can appealingly promote the services. 


If MMS has more service-oriented functionalities, such as synchronization with services, triggering internal/external services, and interaction with services, MMS will become a very effective service promoter.

With these benefits in mind, the objective of this Work Item is to introduce new service-oriented functionality and to ensure interoperability of services which, if incorporated appropriately by operators and service providers, can motivate MMS users in exploiting the potential of existing MMS services and increase the MMS usage significantly. Some use cases are provided below:


· Service oriented interaction by using multimedia messages (e.g. interaction with mobile broadcast services). One or more multimedia messages are distributed to end-user terminal, synchronized with the service. The recipient can receive related information and send feedback to the service via MMS.

Benefits:



· A VASP has a way to encourage his/her content (e.g. headline news service) to be distributed to a greater extent and potentially attract new subscribers


· A recipient has a way to know new attractive services and interact with them in simple manner. 


The use cases above are only examples of what can be done. This work item is open to more use cases with new functionalities or improvements that bring an add-on value to the user, in the following areas:


· person-to-person multimedia messaging


· content-to-person and person-to-service multimedia messaging


· contents and presentation language in MMS


· templates for MMS


· interactions with external (non-MMS) servers

Service oriented interaction by using multimedia messages

The VASP (Value-Added Service Provider) shall be able to:


· provide service promotion that directs the recipient to the service by using multimedia message with more sophisticated multimedia representation. 


· provide related information to the subscribers by using multimedia message in synchronization with the service(e.g. mobile broadcasting service). 


· interact with subscribers by using message that requests some user-feedbacks(e.g. voting or rating).


The recipients shall be able to:


· represent multimedia messages in the manner requested by the service


· connect to the service that is navigated by the multimedia message


· create feed-back message according to the format specified by the service


· send feed-back message via MMS/SMS that is more suitable to send the content
