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1 Reason for Contribution

Substantial discussions were done in MMSG and jointly with ARC starting end of 2005. These concluded at the 2006/02 OMA ARC/MMSG meeting. The following spells out the agreements.
2 Summary of Contribution

The 3GPP/3GPP2 and OMA network reference model will need to be modified, and an add-on to the interface document will need to document the “+P” parts.
3 Detailed Proposal

Detailed recommendations:
In order for MMS1.4 to be compliant, one shall define the “+P” part of the MMi interfaces. 
Specifically, for: MMS/A, MM1, MM3, MM4, MM5, MM7, MM8, MM9, and MM10.

It is understood that the long term intent is for groups within OMA (e.g., charging), but not MMSG,  to define their respective subsets of the “+P”. 

As these “+P” related work in these groups is not completed, MMSG has to define the “+P” as an interim measure.
It will be wise for MMSG to do so in a way that it will be easy to remove the “+P” from MMSG documentation when the “+P” are made available from other peer OMA groups.

So, OMA MMSG should define the “+P” into a new OMA MMSG specification. Doing so would ease reuse of the applicable “+P” parameters by OMA parties besides MMSG.

OMA MMSG & ARC considered as well OMA MMSG defining the “+P” into a normative appendix of the OMA MMSG enabler specification(s), but preferred the above considering its reusability.

The “+P” parameters list would be composed of optional parameters, to be mandatorily chosen from when they exist 
(i.e., if one needs authentication related parameters, he shall take the one(s) defined in the “+P” set instead of “inventing” new one(s)).

4 Intellectual Property Rights
