3 Detailed Proposal

Dear Alastair and BAC-MAE,
In a previous correspondence, you asked the MMSG whether the two general accept headers “video/*” and “audio/*” should be allocated new WSP Content Type Codes.
The MMSG discussed about it during the Athens meeting and does not see the need to allocate such WSP Content Type Codes, as they may potentially generate additional interoperability problems. Furthermore, the MMS enabler forbids the usage of binary encoding for headers and header values newer than what is defined in WSP Binary Encoding version 1.3 [1]. Creation of new WSP Content Type Codes may generate backwards compatibility problems with existing MMS implementations, since they won’t be able to interpret these new codes correctly.

The MMSG thinks therefore that these general accept headers should not be allocated new WSP Content Type Codes.

Jerry, Kyung-Tak, Members of MMS, MWG and MAE
OMA has received and OMNA request for a couple of WSP Content Type Codes. They are for video/* and audio/*

As BAC currently owns the Browsing Protocol Stack (the WAP 1.x + WAP 2.x stack) it has been asked to look into this after Dwight Smith, OPs chair that is responsible for OMNA, expressed concerns and wanted the WG to look at it.
As MMS specifies specific audio and video media types for use with MMS content I am soliciting your input.

These are very general media accept headers legitimising an application server sending any audio or video type in response to the request containing these indications in the accept header. Unless there is some other mechanism, e.g. UAPROF, within an enabler to scope down these general accept headers to an acceptable range there may be interoperability problems. However there may well be very good reasons for providing WSP Content Type Codes for these headers as well as allocating more specific WSP  Content Type Codes for the audio and/or video media types we use.

Given this and the knowledge of your enablers please comment as to whether you think these general accept headers should be allocated WSP Content Type Codes and/or whether we should specify specific audio and/or video media type WSP Content

Your earliest comments requested as this will be discussed and hopefully dealt with in the BAC plenary in Athens
