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1 Reason for Change

This CR is a follow up on the input contribution presented at the Athens meeting in December 2005 http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/MWG/MMS/2005/OMA-MMSG-2005-0259-MMS-UAProf.zip. 
The input contribution clearly shows that the MMS UAProf URI needs to be created and updated with the correct information. The input contribution also explains the reason for the change in terms of what MMSG should have been doing for each and every new MMS version. The MMS 1.3 change has been done with help from Shah Karim in the UAProf group. The first 2 bullets have been considered in this CR, but someone needs to create the URI! The third bullet requires extra work and only is a recommendation. 
· The problem was mistakes in the way rdf:type was declared in the last 3 attributes (MmsApplicAddressingCapable, MmsCMFBaseSet, and MmsDrmClass).

· You will notice that for the URI identifier for this 1.3 schema I picked http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/profiles/MMS/ccppschema-20050927-MMS1.3.

I picked the date based on the most recent MMS-CTR spec on the portal, you guys are of course free to change it to anything else as long as it is consistent with the naming conventions we talked about. 
· For spec maintenance purposes, I would strongly recommend that MMSG separate out Appendix B as a separate deliverable from the spec, so that a change to the vocabulary will not require a spec revision. Instead you could just publish a new ccppschema-xxxxx-MMS1.3 file whenever needed.
