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1 Reason for Contribution

For better visibility of data supporting an enabler (e.g. DTD) to the external public, it is common practice in OMA to:

1. Separate the supporting data from the specification documents (while still keeping them as part of the enabler package)

2. Publish them in specific web pages easily accessible by the public, for example

· Schemas (including UAProf): http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/profiles/index.html
· DTDs: http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/DTD/index.htm
· Application Characteristics: http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/omna/omna-dm_ac.htm
However for the MMS 1.3 enabler, these support data are either “hidden” in various specification documents or not clearly marked as support files (e.g. the “w4” AC file is named like a technical specification), and none of them has been published to the public web pages.
2 Summary of Contribution

For better visibility, this contribution proposes to create new support files instead of including them in specification documents, and also to publish the support files to the public web site. Please note that this contribution is linked with the following other contributions: 

· Two CRs (OMA-MMSG-2006-0064R01-CR_Support_files_CTR, OMA-MMSG-2006-0065R01-CR_Support_files_TEMP) that separate the support data from the CTR and TEMP specifications.

· A CR against the ERELD (OMA-MMSG-2006-0066R01-CR_Support_files_ERELD) that lists the new support files.

3 Detailed Proposal

The support files proposed for the MMS 1.3 enabler are attached with this contribution. These are:
· OMA-SUP-AC_ap0005_mms-V1_3-2006XXXX-D.txt: Application Characteristics for MMS 1.3. This is the same as the “w4” file, but using the 2006 template and the file renamed to comply with the new naming process. The w4 was already published but only for MMS 1.2, so the 1.3 version should be published as well. Besides, “w4” is a legacy naming convention used in the former WAP Forum, so the MMS AC file should receive the proper APPID assigned for enablers defined in OMA. 

To publish the AC file, the steps to follow are:

· Submit a request to register the AC file with the OMA OMNA Secretary
· The AC file will be reviewed by the Device Management (DM) Working Group to make sure that it conforms to the defined format. If this passes, it will be assigned an APPID and registered on the OMNA page.

· OMA-SUP-DTD_mms_mtd-V1_3-2006XXXX-D.txt: DTD for the MMS Message Template Definition (MTD). This is a copy of the DTD found in the TEMP specification Appendix B.1 (using the 2006 template).
To publish the DTD, OMA (assuming REL Working Group) should be contacted to register it and get a URI. A list of published DTDs is available here: http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/DTD/index.htm
· OMA-SUP-XSD_mms_mtd-V1_3-2006XXXX-D.txt: XML Schema for the MMS Message Template Definition (MTD). This is a copy of the XML Schema found in the TEMP specification Appendix B (using the 2006 template) and includes a namespace for the MTD (assumed here “urn:oma:xml:mms:mtd:1.3”).
To publish the XML schema, OMA (assuming REL Working Group) should be contacted to register it and get a URI. A list of published XML schemas is available here: http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/profiles/index.html
OMNA should also be contacted to register a namespace for the MTD. A list of registered URNs for namespaces is available here: http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/omna/omna-schema-namespaces.htm
· OMA-SUP-RDF_ccppschema_mms-V1_3-2006XXXX-D.txt: UAProf Schema for MMS Characteristics. This is a copy of the UAProf Schema (with slight modification to the filename) proposed in OMA-MMSG-2006-0058-UAProf_MMS1.3 and using the 2006 template.
To publish the UAProf schema, OMA (assuming REL Working Group) should be contacted to register it and get a URI. A list of published UAProf schemas is available here: http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/profiles/index.html

· The OMA-TS-MMS-W4-V1_3-20050927-C.txt is removed from the MMS 1.3 enabler package, since it is replaced by the OMA-SUP-AC_ap0005_mms-V1_3-2006XXXX-D.txt suggested above.

· The files attached are published to the “public” part of the OMA web site by contacting the appropriate groups in OMA as suggested above.
The parts marked as “X” (e.g. date) for the files must be updated appropriately and the file names may be modified with respect to existing naming conventions.
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
