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1 Reason for Contribution

During the Vancouver meeting, the MWG agreed to close the MWG-MMSG in London and undertake any future MMS activity under MWG directly. This contribution provides a closure plan that provides a list of responsibilities and steps to follow for this purpose.
2 Summary of Contribution

This closure plan gives a list of future responsibilities of MWG and a list of actions to take by MWG after the MMSG’s closure.
3 Detailed Proposal

Future responsibilities of MWG:

As the mobile industry’s “single entry point” for all (bearer-independent) MMS issues, the future responsibilities of the MWG with respect to the MMS activity will be as follows:

· Maintain existing OMA MMS specifications (including the inherited specifications from former WAP Forum)
· Create, review and funnel change requests related to MMS to 3GPP and 3GPP2 who have the final approval and maintenance responsibility of their MMS specifications (up to and including Release 6).
· Keep track a list of the maintenance change requests sent to 3GPP2 (for future reference, as the change requests in 3GPP2 are archived without being approved). The latest list can be found in OMA-MMSG-2007-0023-INP_List_of_maintenance_CRs_sent_to_3GPP2.
· Work with other technical groups as necessary, both inside and outside of OMA, in all matters related to MMS.
· Review any new work item and assess the need to continue development of MMS specifications to enhance or improve end-to-end bearer independence, in accordance with the OMA processes regulating new Work Item Description adoption.
Actions to be taken by MWG after the closure of MMSG:

After the closure of the MMSG, the following actions will be undertaken by MWG:
· Send a liaison to 3GPP and 3GPP2 to inform them that the MWG-MMSG has been closed but that any future MMS activity will continue under MWG. Therefore, any MMS-related matter should be addressed to MWG instead via the OMA liaison contact address.
· Close the MMSG mailing list and redirect all future messages sent to this address to the MWG mailing list.
· Continue to use the MMSG portal as an ad-hoc portal facility to handle future MMS contributions by MWG, but apply the following changes:

· Rename the portal “MMS (AHG)” (i.e. similar to “CPM (AHG)”)

· Remove the following information related to MMSG or replace it with the corresponding information in MWG: charter, summary, conference calls info, editors, 2002 docs.
· Transfer all MMSG work items under the MMSG portal to the MWG portal
Any other action may be decided by the MWG officers if considered appropriate to ensure a smooth transition. Any major action will be notified to the group before any decision is made.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification.  This obligation does not imply an obligation on Members to conduct IPR searches.  This duty is contained in the Open Mobile Alliance application form to which each Member's attention is drawn.  Members shall submit to the General Manager of Operations of OMA the IPR Statement and the IPR Licensing Declaration.
