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1 Overview

OMA MWG MMSG agreed on the changes outlined in the attached CR to TS 23.140 and is requesting 3GPP TSG-CT to incorporate it to the latest R6 version of the document.
2 Proposal

This CR is targeted to 3GPP TS 23.140 R6 specification only and is copied to 3GPP2 TSG-X for their information. The attached CR adds the new “Return Route” IE to all MM4_forward messages that is used to record the forwarding route (when MMSIP is used in routing) and use it to route the corresponding MM4 RES messages back to the originating MMS R/S. The purpose of the change is to make sure that the corresponding MM4 RES message will traverse the same route as the MM4 REQ message to generate the correct billing statement following the GSMA billing guidelines. This CR was initiated by GSMA IREG and was agreed by OMA MWG MMSG.
3 Requested Action(s)
