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1 Overview
OMA MWG MMSG agreed on the changes outlined in the attached documents OMA-MMSG-2005-0197R02-CR-to-23.140-Routeing-Address-Resolution.doc. A brief description of the changes made in this document is outlined below:
The MM10 interface is designed to support two generic MSCF address handling models:

· number translation, the "dialled number" is turned into a corresponding MM1/7 recipient address which may be subject to the MMS Relay/Server MSISDN address resolution to determine the recipient's MMSE.

· the recipient MSISDN address resolution is executed in the MSCF, i.e. the MM10 interrogation response returns an MM4 routeing address to be used in the MM4 SMTP RCPT TO command.

Currently the MMS Relay/Server shall determine the MSCF model by analysing the format of the Routeing Address returned in the MM10 Interrogation response.

This behaviour is considered to be insufficient and not future proof since addressing schemes and formats may overlap between the MM1 and MM4 interface. Consequently a unique identification of the address handling model will not always possible in the MMS Relay/Server

Furthermore it was realized by MMSG that two information elements are missing in Version 6.10.0 of TS 23.140. The attached CR corrects this error by inserting the Information Elements “Delivery Report” and “Sender Visibility” to the MM10_Interrogation.RES PDU.
OMA MWG MMSG also attached a CR to TS 29.140 (OMA-MMSG-2005-0197R02-CR-to-29.140-Routeing-Address-Resolution.doc) to this document. This CR describes the stage 3 implementation of the changes made to TS 23.140. OMA MWG MMSG noted this document and wants to handover the content to CT 4 for technical analysis and when approved for integration in TS 29.140.

2 Proposal

The CR to TS 23.140 approved by MMSG is related to Release 6 of the MMS Specification for which 3GPP is responsible. 3GPP2 has responsibility for X.S0016, which has similar content to 23.140. The attached CR therefore needs to be acted on by 3GPP and 3GPP2 for incorporation in their respective specifications. 

The CR to 29.140 was presented to MWG MMSG for information. MWG MMSG kindly requests 3GPP CT4 to analyze, in order to reflect the changes made to the MM10 stage 2 specification also in TS 29.140.
3 Requested Action(s)

To 3GPP CT and 3GPP2 TSG-X: To approve the attached CR to TS 23.140 (OMA-MMSG-2005-0197R02-CR-to-23.140-Routeing-Address-Resolution.doc) and incorporate the changes into the corresponding 3GPP/3GPP2 specifications.

To 3GPP CT4: To analyse the technical content of the attached CR to TS 29.140 (OMA-MMSG-2005-0197R02-CR-to-29.140-Routeing-Address-Resolution.doc) and if approved to incorporate the CR into their TS 29.140.
