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1 Overview
The OMA COM was pleased to receive the TD SP-130727 (December 2013), LS on Mission Critical Push To Talk over LTE (MCPTT), document from 3GPP TSG SA and SA1. This liaison stated “3GPP TSG SA understands that work related to the MCPTT work item is on-going in the above organisations. As a result, 3GPP TSG SA would like to invite input and feedback to 3GPP TSG SA WG1 to ensure that requirements generated from the above organisations are taken into consideration in this work item.”
OMA COM previously reported to 3GPP TSG SA and SA WG1 that it was working on the Push-to-Communicate for Public Safety (PCPS) project that was consolidating OMA PoC v1.0, v2.0 and v2.1 requirements into a single PCPS v1.0 specification. OMA COM is now sending a draft version of PCPS v1.0 Requirements Document as input to 3GPP’s MCPTT standards project within 3GPP TSG SA WG1 and WG2OMA COM looks forward to further cooperation on this project with all relevant 3GPP working groups.
