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1 Overview
The OMA COM was pleased to receive the “substantive reply to Liaison Statement:  information on a work item on Push to Communicate for Public Safety [1] has been approved” from ETSI TC TCCE.
OMA COM would like to provide the below response.
2 Requested Actions
TCCE proposed:

“We are very keen to co-operate with OMA with the prime objective being to jointly develop standards using the skills that we both possess and to make a genuine “global standard” for critical communications broadband services.  We need to better understand each others detailed plans and it may be necessary to have a meeting at some stage to formalise a joint way forward.

If we are able to go forwards, we would propose updating the OMA-ETSI co-operation agreement to reflect OMA COM and ETSI TC TCCE.”
3 Conclusion
OMA COM WG thanks ETSI TC TCCE for their consideration and proposed cooperation.
As with all Standards Defining Organizations (SDOs) and Standard Setting Organizations (SSOs), OMA is always very keen to coordinate to avoid duplication of efforts and create worldwide standards that meet the needs of all parties.
OMA COM is continuing its work on the Push-to-Communicate for Public Safety (PCPS) project that is tasked with consolidating OMA PoC v1.0, v2.0 and v2.1 requirements into a single PCPS v1.0 specification.

In addition to the PoC requirements consolidation, current OMA COM PCPS work includes updates to existing specifications to synchronize to 3GPP Release 12 (i.e. SIP/IP Core operation alignment with 3GPP Release 12 LTE architecture; PoC Multicast alignment to use eMBMS over LTE).

The current PCPS V1.0 WID
 envisions the following future work, which is not yet covered by an active work item:

· OMA intends to create PCPS application and service layer technical specifications driven by Public Safety requirements developed by 3GPP

· PCPS Phases 2, 3, 4, ...* – Enhance PCPS V1.0 to fully support 3GPP Release 13, 14, 15, ... Public Safety features which includes MCPTT 

The PCPS V1.0 WID2 also states “OMA will develop application and service layer standards in a synchronized manner with 3GPP.”  OMA COM asks ETSI TC TCCE for clarification on its position in regards to “the development of critical broadband application standards” with other SDOs/SSOs.
We propose to move forward in informal discussions, including 3GPP if interested in this topic, to explore opportunities for further cooperation to develop “global standards” for critical communications broadband services. If this is agreeable we could start it with a joint conference call open to the membership of OMA, ETSI TC TCCE, and potentially 3GPP.

Once again, OMA COM would like to thank ETSI TC TCCE for their communications and looks forward to further discussion on how the industry as a whole can address the important area of Public Safety.
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
