The recommendation to the group is to agree to the proposed edits contained in the change section below. 
In addition, action items A063 and A065 can be closed. 
6 Detailed Change Proposal

The edit reflects agreement on the September 22nd CC.  
An S-CAB User may seek to track multiple of 3rd Party contact sources into their PCC, may also seek to personally annotate their own contact data, and may want to have multiple persona.   We then recall that S-CAB uses XCAP-Diff as the update format (e.g., from the S-CAB Server IWF). It is therefore useful if those XCAP-Diff updates can be directly applied to individual PCC document instances.   With this reasoning in mind, the CR clarifies that the user can have multiple PCC instances and asserts that when tracking is being performed shall have one PCC instance per tracked source. 
In addition, for multiple persona, XDM “Document Reference” can be used to hide the S-CAB User’s actual identity, e.g., a Document Reference is created and set to a local PCC instance. This reference is unrelated URI to the S-CAB User’s actual XUI.  An edit for this purpose is also included in this CR. This edit reflects agreement on the September 22nd CC.  
Change 1:  Edit to reflect multiple PCC instances in Section 5.3.1.5
5.3.1.5 S-PCC Application Usage
The S-PCC Application Usage represents a network repository for all S-PCC data. There SHALL be one PCC XDM document instance per imported or synchronized external 3rd Party data source. Additional PCC XDM document instances MAY be needed for S-CAB User personal annotation of their own PCC data, and to support multiple persona.  This list of uses of PCC document instances is not exhaustive, but the number of PCC document instances is based on the service provider policy.  
To hide an XUI, (e.g., for the case of multiple persona when the S-CAB User seeks to disguise a persona), the S-CAB User MAY use XDM Document References to a PCC document instance [OMA XDM AD] to hide their true identity.  
The S-PCC application usages  SHALL support the following functions: 
· Management as described in [OMA XDM AD] sub clause 5.3.1.6.1 and 5.3.1.6.8;
· Send validation correction hints in XDM document change form [RFC5874];
