6 Detailed Change Proposal

Review

The proposed requirement in CR 0265 is (was): 

	S-CAB-SN-009
	The S-CAB Enabler MAY support public content per Contact (e.g. blogs, RSS feeds, news), to the S-CAB User, as populated by the service provider.
	S-CAB V1.0


Discussion:
It is unclear how content is populated into contact cards. It is also unclear (to this author) if the S-CAB Enabler should apply a level of resource required to populate content for contacts.  
The proposal below is to limit content population to just the S-CAB User’s own S-PCC (document instances).  Thus, the requirement is modified to only apply to the owner’s S-PCC document, and not contacts in the S-AB.  Based on this, an S-CAB User can make use of XDM “contact tracking” mechanisms to have the S-CAB Enabler pull content of contacts into their S-PCC. 
If the content is actually a URL reference, the PCC XDMS already has such URLs defined in person-details.  No revision is needed.  Assuming instead “public content” is stored directly in a PCC document instance, the content needs to have an associated identified XML namespace and adapted into valid XML according to the namespace, if not valid XML. Technical requirement like this regarding a namespace to exist would seem to be below the level S-CAB RD headlights. Therefore, this lower level matter is not addressed herein.  

The same logic applies here as in Action Item 0059 (please refer to CR 0012), namely, the confirmed and automatic modes apply, and therefore a similar requirement is proposed.  However, this requirement be redundant with a future version SN requirement that is not part of S-CAB V.1.0.  This requirement focuses only on the SN-009 proposed below. 
Change 1:  Add the following requirements to the RD

	The S-CAB Enabler MAY store public content in the S-CAB User’s PCC (e.g., blogs, RSS feeds, news) in accordance with S-CAB User preferences and Service Provider policies.
	S-CAB V1.0

	S-CAB-SN-010
	The S-CAB Enabler SHALL, according to the S-CAB User’s preferences and/or service provider’s policy, be able to either automatically, or upon user confirmation, apply public content to the S-PCC, and in accordance to the requirements of this section.
