Change 1:  Update section 5.3.2 as described below 
5.3.2 Export of Contact Information to Non-CAB Systems

To support export of S-AB and S-PCC contact information to 3rd Party Systems the S-CAB Server’s Interworking Function:
1) SHALL implement the Application Usages as described in [S-CAB XDM TS] section “S-AB and S-PCC Interworking Function Application Usages” with the following clarifications:
a) When the Interworking Function receives an XDCP request with an <export-from-doc> element without a <scheduled-interval> element, requesting a one time export of contact information to the 3rd Party system indicated in the <source-name> element, the Interworking Function:
i) SHALL check if the requestor has permission to export contact information from the Confirmed Contact Card indicated in the <ccc-ref> element of the XDCP request by checking the Access Permissions Document associated with the Confirmed Contact Card as described in [S-CAB XDM] section “S-AB and S-PCC Interworking Function Application Usages” and if permission is granted continue with the following step;
ii) SHALL retrieve the Confirmed Contact Card and apply the filter included in the <filter-set> element to the document if this element in included in the XDCP request;
iii) SHALL send a response to the XDCP request, if the export to the 3rd Party system can not be done immediately;
iv) SHALL create an <update-object> element in the Confirmed Contact Card as described in [S-CAB XDM] sections “S-AB Application Usage” and “S-PCC Application Usage” , if the export to the 3rd Party system can not be done immediately;
v) SHALL perform the export to the 3rd Party system indicated in the <source-name> element included in the XDCP request;
vi) SHALL delete the <update-object> element in the Confirmed Contact Card as described in [S-CAB XDM] sections “S-AB Application Usage” and “S-PCC Application Usage” if such one has be created for this export; and,
vii) SHALL send a response to the XDCP request if not already done.
b) When the Interworking Function receives an XDCP request with an <export-from-doc> element with a <scheduled-interval> element with a value greater than “0”, requesting periodic export of contact information to the 3rd Party system indicated in the <source-name> element, the Interworking Function:
i) SHALL check if the requestor has permission to export contact information from the Confirmed Contact Card indicated in the <ccc-ref> element of the XDCP request by checking the Access Permissions Document associated with the Confirmed Contact Card as described in [S-CAB XDM] section “S-AB and S-PCC Interworking Function Application Usages” and if permission is granted continue with the following step;
ii) SHALL retrieve the Confirmed Contact Card and apply the filter included in the <filter-set> element to the document if this element in included in the XDCP request;
iii) SHALL send a response to the XDCP request, if the first export to the 3rd Party system can not be done immediately;
iv) SHALL create an <update-object> element in the Confirmed Contact Card as described in [S-CAB XDM] sections “S-AB Application Usage” and “S-PCC Application Usage”;
v) SHALL perform the export to the 3rd Party system indicated in the <source-name> element included in the XDCP request;
vi) SHALL send a response to the XDCP request if not already done;
vii) SHALL subscribe for changes in the associated Confirmed Contact Card;
viii) SHALL, when the Interworking Function detects that the <update-object> element Confirmed Contact Card associated with this periodic export is deleted, stop the export of contact information to the 3rd Party System and not continue with the next step; and,
ix) SHALL wait until the next periodic export is scheduled to take place and perform a new export of contact information from the 3rd Party system.
c) When the Interworking Function receives an XDCP request with an <export-from-doc> element with a <scheduled-interval> element with a value = “0”, requesting export, when contact information has been modified, to the 3rd Party system indicated in the <source-name> element, the Interworking Function:
i) SHALL check if the requestor has permission to export contact information from the Confirmed Contact Card indicated in the <ccc-ref> element of the XDCP request by checking the Access Permissions Document associated with the Confirmed Contact Card as described in [S-CAB XDM] section “S-AB and S-PCC Interworking Function Application Usages” and if permission is granted continue with the following step;

ii) SHALL retrieve the Confirmed Contact Card and apply the filter included in the <filter-set> element to the document if this element in included in the XDCP request;
iii) SHALL send a response to the XDCP request, if the first export to the 3rd Party system can not be done immediately;
iv) SHALL create an <update-object> element in the Confirmed Contact Card as described in [S-CAB XDM] sections “S-AB Application Usage” and “S-PCC Application Usage”;
v) SHALL perform the export to the 3rd Party system indicated in the <source-name> element included in the XDCP request;
vi) SHALL send a response to the XDCP request if not already done;
vii) SHALL subscribe for changes in the exported Confirmed Contact Card;
viii) SHALL, when the Interworking Function detects that the <update-object> element associated with this periodic export is deleted, stop the export of contact information to the 3rd Party System and not continue with the next step;
ix) SHALL, when the Interworking Function detects that the contact information in the exported Confirmed Contact Card is modified, perform the export to the 3rd Party system.
Note: Procedures and formats of contact information that the Interworking Function are using for export of contact information to 3rd Party Systems are out of scope of this specification.
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
