6.x Contact Share Function

The S-CAB Client SHALL support the contact share function.
The S-CAB Client:

1) SHALL, if the S-CAB User requests that a contact share shall be done, act as an XDMC and send a Forwarding XDCP request as described in [OMA XDM Core] sections “XDM Operations using XDCP” and “XDM Resource Forwarding Operations” with the following clarifications:

a) SHALL set the HTTP Request-URI SHALL to ‘http://[XCAP Root URI]/org.openmobilealliance.cab-pcc/users/[XUI]/[User Directory Document Selector]’ if the S-CAB User requests to contact share an S-PCC Document; and,
b) SHALL set the HTTP Request-URI SHALL to ‘http://[XCAP Root URI]/org.openmobilealliance.s-cab-address-book/users/[XUI]/User Directory Document [Selector]’ if the S-CAB User requests to contact share an S-AB Document.
2) SHALL subscribe to document changes in the S-CAB User’s Forwarding Notification List documents as described in [OMA XDM List] section “Forwarding Notification List” and in [OMA XDM Core] section “Subscribing to Changes in the XDM Resources” with the following clarifications:
a) when it detects <request-notification-list> elements with “auid” attributes with values ‘org.openmobilealliance.cab-pcc’ or ‘org.openmobilealliance.s-cab-address-book’, it SHALL follow the procedures as described in [OMA XDM Core] section “Handling of XDM Resource Forwarding Notification with the following additions:
i) SHALL apply the procedure in section 6.y1 if the <note> element included in a <request-notification-list> element contains the value “contact-suggestion”;
ii) SHALL apply the procedure in section 6.3 if the <note> element included in a <request-notification-list> element contains the value “pcc-subscription-invitation”; and, 
iii) SHALL if the S-CAB User requests a forwarded S-PCC Document to be stored in the S-CAB User’s address book, set the “udds” attribute included in the <store> element in the Forward Accept XDCP request to include a Document Selector to an S-AB Document instead of a User Directory Document Selector as described in [OMA XDM Core].
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
