B.5.1   Flow 1: S-CAB User imports contact information from 3rd Party System into S-AB Application Usage 

Prerequisites:

· S-CAB User requests the S-CAB Client to import contact information from a 3rd Party System to be store in an existing Confirmed Contact Card in the S-AB Application Usage.
· The S-CAB User Preferences for import of contact information into the S-AB Application Usage is set to automatic update of Confirmed Contact Cards.
· The S-CAB Client has a subscription to document changes in the S-CAB User’s S-AB Application Usage User Directory.
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Figure 1: S-CAB User imports contact information from 3rd Party System into S-AB Application Usage 
· Summary: 
· Step 1: S-CAB Client requests import via XDCP request.
· Steps 2&3: S-CAB Server fetches the S-CAB User Preferences document to check if manual or automatic approval shall be applied for import of contact information.
· Steps 4&5: S-CAB Server fetches the latest version S-CAB Confirmed Contact Card document.
· Steps 6&7: S-CAB Server updates the Confirmed Contact Card with an update object associated with the import. 
· Step 8: S-CAB Server sends the response to the import request to the S-CAB Client. 
· Steps 9&10: S-CAB Server’s Interworking function retrieves contact information from 3rd Party system.
· Steps 11&12: S-CAB Server updates the Confirmed Contact Card with the imported contact information. 

· Steps 13&14: The S-CAB client is notified via a XDM document change notification that the Confirmed Contact Card is updated with contact information from the import.
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
