6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add a new section 5.x after 5.9 as described below 
5.x Contact Status Mutual Contact Status Information

To support mutual contact status information, the S-CAB Server Contact Status function SHALL update the <mutual-contact-status> element included in the <contact-type> element included in Confirmed Contact Card in the S-AB Application Usage as described in [S-CAB XDM TS] section S-AB Application Usage with the following clarifications.

The S-CAB Server:

1) SHALL detect when an <s-cab>  element or a <cab> element is included in a <contact-type> element of a Confirmed Contact Card and if the <send-notification-contact-added> element  of the S-CAB User Preferences Document has the value “true” as describe in [S-CAB XDM TS] continue with the next step;
2) SHALL check that the contact associated with the Conformed Contact Card has access permissions to retrieve the S-CAB User’s PCC Document and if that is the case continue with the next step;
3) SHALL check if the contact and the S-CAB User belong to the same local domain and check if the <receive-notification-when-contact-added> element is set to “true” in the contact’s S-CAB User Preference Document and check if the contact has a Conformed Contact Card associated with the S-CAB User. If this is the case the S-CAB Server SHALL set the <mutual-contact-status> element in both S-CAB Users’ Conformed Contact Cards to the value “mutual”. If the contact does not have a Conformed Contact Card associated with the S-CAB User, the S-CAB Server SHALL create a Conform Contact Card in the contact’s S-AB Application Usage, SHALL set the contact’s <mutual-contact-status> element  to the value “non-mutual” and SHALL set the S-CAB’s User’s <mutual-contact-status>element to the value “unknown”.   If the contact’s <receive-notification-when-contact-added> element is not set to true the S-CAB Server SHALL set the S-CAB User’s <mutual-contact-status>element to the value “unknown” and SHALL NOT create <mutual-contact-status>element in the contact’s Confirmed Contact Card. If the contact does not belong to the same local domain, the S-CAB Server SHALL continue with the next step;
4) SHALL constructed and sent a SIP MESSAGE to SIP/IP Core as described [S-CAB AD] using the following steps:

a) SHALL set the Request-URI of the SIP MESSAGE with the value of the recipient’s XUI (i.e. the value of added-XUI):
b) SHALL set the To header field of the SIP MESSAGE with the Request-URI;
c) SHALL set the From header field of the SIP MESSAGE with the value of the originator’s XUI (i.e. the value of owner-XUI) and the ‘display-name’ parameter of the From header to the Owner’s display-name from his/her PCC that has the highest ‘pref’ value;
d) SHALL set the P-Asserted-Identity header field of the SIP MESSAGE with the value of the originator’s XUI (i.e. the value of owner-XUI);
e) SHALL set the Accept-Contact header field with the value of the CAB feature tag, i.e. “3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cab_1.0;
f) Shall set the P-Preferred-Service header field wit the value of the CAB feature tag, i.e. "“3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cab_1.0;
g) SHALL an empty body in the SIP MESSAGE;
h) SHALL set the other required SIP headers according to [OMA XDM Core] and send the SIP MESSAGE according to the procedures of the  SIP/IP Core that is referenced in [OMA XDM Core].
5) SHALL create a <mutual-contact-status> element in the Confirmed Contact Card with the value set to “unknown” to indicate that a notification has been sent to the remote domain or SHALL if  the <mutual-contact-status> element exists and contains the value “non-mutual” change it to “mutual”.

To support mutual contact status information between S-CAB Users and CAB-Users in different remote domains, SIP MESSAGE is used. When the S-CAB Server receives a SIP MESSAGE, the S-CAB Server:

1) SHALL check if the feature tag “3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cab_1.0” is present in the Accept-Contact header field. If the feature tag is not present or the value is not recognized, the CAB Server SHALL reject the request with SIP 403 "Forbidden" response;
2) SHALL check if the body of the request is empty body and interpret it as a contact-added notification;
3) SHALL process the SIP MESSAGE request and use the information in the “To” header to locate receiving S-CAB User’s  User Directory in the S-AB Application Usage and to use the information the “From” header to determine if it exists a Confirmed Contact Card associated with the sending S-CAB or CAB User;
4) SHALL respond with 200 OK SIP response code according to [RFC 3428] and continue with the next step or SHALL reject with 488 Not Acceptable Here SIP response code if the values of “To” and “From” values do not match the semantics of added-XUI and owner-XUI respectively and not continue with the next step;
5) SHALL check if the <receive-notification-when-contact-added> element is set to “true” in the receiving S-CAB User Preference Document. If it is the case and if the sending S-CAB or CAB User has an associated Conformed Contact Card, the S-CAB Server SHALL update the <mutual-contact-status> element to contain the value “mutual”. If the S-CAB or CAB User does not have an associated Confirmed Contact Card, the S-CAB Server SHALL create a Confirmed Contact Card associated with the sending S-CAB or CAB User using information from the received SIP Message or from the sending S-CAB or CAB User’s PCC Document and SHALL in the created Confirmed Contact Card include a <mutual-contact-status> element with the value “non-mutual” to indicate to the receiving S-CAB User that this Confirmed Contact Card was created by the Contact Status function and not by the S-CAB User.
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
